It
is simply impossible to resch them ‘in
time before the season ecloses. *“It comes
too late,” said a treasury official today who
a few years ago made s number of eaptures in
Beringsea. *'First, we would have to énd then
and warn them of the agreement; then, in
case they did not heed the warning aud cap-
tured seal we would have to hunt them again
and capture them, if possible. All  this
tukes time. They bave an ares of 400 square
wiles to posch in and a few cutters in the dense
fog conld do hittle good. 11 they were directed
not to enter at all, at the beginning of the sea-
son, the task would be much lighter.

“*As it is, they are inthere, and for this scason
at least they will reap a barvest. Of course the
Commercial Company will obey the orders and
catch only what e limit allows.”

FOSTER AND ERECIPROCITY.

When the Proclamation in Regard to Spain
Wiill Be Issued.

Gen. John W. Foster, who bhas been con-
ducting the recent negotiations betwoen this
aud other countries for reciprocal relations, is
in almost daily consultation with the President
and the oflicials of the State Department in
regard to the publication of the proclamution
tbat is to snnounce the terms wupon
which the Spanish-American sgreement
is  based. He declined this morn-
ing to indicate whether or mot thin docw
ment will be forthcoming wery soom, but it is
generally thought that in the absence of Secre-
tary Blaine, which is expected to last through
the summer, the President will not wait, but
will go ahead in the matter, and that the
proclamation will be out by the 1st of
July. As a matter of fact the case is so
entirely in the hands of Becretary Foster
that the presence in the eity of Secretar
Blaine,who exercises only a snpdrvilorz con
over these teciprocity megotiations, is not at
all necessary for the culmination of the agree-
meut or even of the condnct of the business.
Gen. Foster has been working for over six
mouths in the employ of the government as its
agent autborized to treat for reciprocal trade
and it has been mainly through his efforts that
the agreememts already reached with
Brazil, Venezuela and Spain have been con-
summated. He is now at work upon an-
other country, the name of which kept
quiet for the presont for obvicus reasons. o
methods that have been adopted have bad diplo-
matic secrecy as their main foundation, inas-
much as there are so muny interests in the com-
mercial world at stake that if the news were
vublished that negotuations were in progress
with @ certain government the State Depurt-
ment would be flooded with petitions, delega-
tions, politicians and diplomats, all working
to secure different ends. Of conrse,
in the matter of the Spanish treaty,
the gailing of Mr. Foster for Spain was an un-
mistakable indication of his motives that was
seized upun st once, and thus his errand was
well known before he arrived at his destination.
Acting on this expericnce he is keeping his
future movements very quiet and will vouch-
safe no information on the subjoeect.

There is no truth whatever in the belief that
has gone abroad that he is practically SBecretary
of Btate ad interim, for his business with tho
rovernment begins and ends with reciprocity.
i‘u be sure, be 15 being daily consulted by Mr.
Wharton, the acting secretary, in regurd to

uestions on which his longer experience in

iplomacy entitles him to am opinion, but
beyond that be is not in the least concerned
with the general affeirs of the State Depart-
ment.
