The monument will mark the spot where the

famous old mulberry tree stood under which
Leonard Calvert and his little band of heroes
gathered when they first landed. Under that
tree, long ago crumbled into dust, Calvert and
his followers knelt and returned thanks to
Almighty God for their deliverano; there theycelebrated the first mass in Maryland; there
Calvert pledged himself, by God's help, to
found a city and there the first crude forms of
the government they established tobk shape.

The monument is mn~ue of the best American
granite and care has been taken to have every
stone perfectly matchedin color. Its totalheight
Is thirty-six feet and its base is six feet square.
A solid foundation of brick, cemented with
Portland cement, forms a symhmetrienl subbase.
On the fourth section or die are four polished
shields, uron which are the inscriptionis. From
this die arise in proper proportion, nine differ-
ent sections. Upon the front and rear of the
first section. above the die, are bronze medal-
Ions bearing the coat-of-arms of Maryland.
