Few states have bad such a noble beginning—not
in the glare of the stage foot-lights amid the
clatter of an sudience delighting in impressive
scenes, but soberly, religiously as begeemed a
serious people sprung from the bosom of
Eoglish liberty. Among the founders of
America George, Cecilius and Leonard Calvert
are ever to be named as worthy of special honor
and esteem— the first that he prepared the way,
the second that be sent out the hopefal colony,
the third that he governmed it wisely and with
his own band planted the tree of toleration
in the soil of America. A singular fact in the
history of the country’s settlement is this—that
Jamestown, Plymouth and St. Mary's, the first
towns founded, respectively, in the first three
British colonies uever attained any considerable
growth or, after the very beginning, impert-
ance. Maryland wus the secoud southern and
third of all the Euglish colonies formed. From
the mnall community at St. Mary's on the lower
Potomac, 1634, 1t has without the advantage of
a wide territory developed into s noble com-
monwealth with larg> citivs, well developed
farms and prosperous industries.

Applying that profound observa-
tion to the present state of British npper-class
morals it conld be foretold wiscly that a revo-
lntion in English government Jdue to the ex-
travagance and profligacy of the royal line and
the nobility would not uproot all established
institutions, as was the cuse in the French
revolution. but would modifly them us they
were modifled by the Euvglish revolutions of
the 17th century. *
