THE ICY BAY DISASTER.

Further Particulars of the Loss of Six of the
Hussell Exploring Party.

The following particulars have been obtained
of the disaster which resulted in the loss of six
lives in landing the Russell Mt. St. Elias ex-
ploring party at ley bay, Alaska:

The Bear arrived at Iey bay S8atarday morn-
ing, June 6. Preparations were immediately
made to land Prof. Russell and his party of ex-
plorers.  The first boat to leave the Bear was in
charge of Lieut. R. H. Marvis. This boat was
swamped and filled with water, but there ap-
peared to be no danger and the men and stores
were safely landed. The second boat was in
command of Lieut. Robinson and eontained W,
€. Moore of Prof. Russell's party, Hassler, boat
coxswain: A. Nelson, T. O. Anderson, J. Wright
and H. Smitu. seamen. This boat eapsized
outside the wurf line, sbout fifty yards from
shore, in deep water, too far away to_l-mlblo
the purty aiready landed to remder assistance
to the stroggling men, who, for some unex-
platned reasorn, let go their hold on the boat

and were making vain attempts to swim shore-
ward,

Ouly one man, J. Wright, was saved. He was
washiod up to the beach, clinging to a barrel of
flonr, which the incoming surf drove before it
with the clinging sailor. Wright had swai-
lowed great quantities of sali water, but was
brought back to his normal condition without
much dilliculiy.

GIBSON'S INFERNAL MACHINE.

Exhibition of & Deadly Contrivance in Court
in Chicago.
In the circuit court in Chicago on Saturday

| Judge Collins quarhed the counts in the in-

dictment against George J. ®ibson of the
whicky trust charging him with conspiracy
and also those for having explosives in his
possession. The charge of attempt to blow up
the Shufeldt distillery, thereby destroying lite
and property, was taken under advisement.
During the arguments the infernal machine
which, it is alleged, was found in Gibson's
valise when he was arrcsted was brought into
the court room und exhibited to the judge. It
consisted of a Lox containing a brass tube, into
which a conical steel buliet was fitted, and be-
neath it a string of coiled tow saturated with a

dark-colored lignid. There was also a long,
slender glass phial nearly full of a eolorless
hiquid. To show its dungerous charucter a
fingle drop of it was let fall upon a sheet of

| paper, which spontaneously ienited and was

mstantly consumed. The looscned cork in the
neck of the bottle also burst into flame, and
thore was great seurrying around until it was
extinguishicd by being dipped into water.
Gibson himself was an intercsted spectator
and watched the proceedings very closely.

SERIOUS FIRE AT WILMINGTON.

Destruction of the Old Ferry Rolling Mill
and Other Buildinga.

The old ferry rolling mill at Wilmington,
Del., was destroved by fire last evening and
some adjoining property damaged. The fire
broke out in an il shed wear the Christiana
river, about 6:45 p.m., and, swept by a stiff
westerly wind, ruged with such fierceness that
wiikiin a quarter of an hour all the buildings to
the eastward were in tlames, and, being largely
of wood and very dry, burned like tinder.

In half an hour the ‘“old ferry mill,”" the
large machine shop on Heald street, the oftice,
the Lorse-shoe building snd several smaller
structures were & mass of seething flame. The
firemen had all they couid do to keep the
flames from jumping ncross Heald street and
sweeping down into the heart of South Wil-
mington. ceversl small dwellings on the east-
erly side of Heald street cnught fire, but were
siuved from destruction. For squares around
the inmates of the houses were moving their
furniture out into the marshes eastward of the
town. A barrel factory, occupied by W. E.
Tuebton, on the east side of Henld street, was
gll‘xtm_l.] but this was the only importaut less on
it slule,

Un the west side a space of nearly 1,000
feet long by 100 to 300 feet wide, oecupied by
the Diamond State Iron Company, and contain-
ing the builidings already enumerated, devoted
to the manufuctare of bar aud horeshee iron,
spikes, bolts and railway iron, was compietely
burned over. The loss 18 estimated at 3 500,000,
nnd is about half covered by insurnnce. ihe
mills were running night and day, and the fire
will throw sbout 300 men out of employmeut.
