NATIONAL TEM rANCL CONVENTION.

Working In a Third Party Generally Fa-
vored-Papers Mead Yesterday.

The first business before the national tem-
perance convention at Saratoga yesterday was
the realing and discussion of ari eway on
"Con:,titutionai Prohibition," by A. X. Powell
of New York.
The essayist and each speaker who discussed

his paper was earnestly in favor of prohibition
by constitutional amendments. The side is-
sues of "local option" and "high license" were
characterized as makeshifts that were advo-
cated by politicians and the distilleries and
breweries as tending toliatract the temperance
voice. The Napoleonic principle of finding out
where your ent my wants you to strike him and
then hittiing him elsewhere and in his weakest
point was applicable in this case. Constitu-
tional prohibmtton was aterted to be the attack
the enemie- of temperance muo-t dreaded. and
if the leading parties were in favor of prohibi-
tion and against its entorrenient and party
caueuswase are to eontrol anti silence legislative
voices then iniepenlent action must be taken
byi te mperance naen that will command at-
tentiol.

A TEMPEn'ANtCE rATT FAVORED.

REAsOWU FOR BELEEVUNo TUAT LioL DID 10
FAVOR Jo0M5NO1's OMiNATION--INTERIsIN
FACTS AIOUT STANTOWN' UECRET TELEERAPI
BEaVIcE--THE RLATIONS OF LINcOLN AND al1
SECMETARY OF WAR.

Maj. Albert E. H. Johnson of thin city, wh<
held during the war the post of confidentia
clerk to Secretary Stanton, has been inter
viewed by the New York Evening Post on the
subject of the Lincoln-Hamlin-Johnison con
troversy and has given some strong evidenc4
to show that Lincoln did notwant Johnson. ar.
also some interesting details that throw lighi
on the characters of Lincoln and Stanton. Maj.Johnson since the appearance of the interviev
has received a note from Gen. Jas. B. Fry, nom
at Newport, saying:

"I cannot refrain from telling you how muciI have enjoyed your statement in the New YorliPost of the 13th. Your analysis of Lincoln. atwell a. of Stanton. is confirmed by my knowl-
edge and judgment. No subordinate was ever
inore trnsted than you were by Stanton, notcould any chief'n confidence be more fully re-warded by usefulness and fidelity than Stan-tol's was. It is about a quarter of a centurysince you and I fought, bled and died in th,War I el'artment, but I recall our associaticalwith pleasure."

LiNCOLN's SXONIFICANT REMARK.
Maj. Johnson. when asked by the inter-

viewer respecting the controversy over Lin-
coln's attitude toward Ilamalin, referred to the
recently published statement by Mr. Charles A.
Tinker of New York as the moat signiticanicontribution to the discussion.
Mr. Tinker said: "It happened that when the

message antrinicing the nomination of Andre.
Johnson for Vice President was received Mr.
Lincoln was in the oteive. He read it carefullY.an.d soliiot"aizedl aloud, 'Wel, I thought possibly he might be the man. Perhaps he is the
best mn:n, but-,' and rising from his chair,
ptassed out."

'Mr. Lincoln," said Maj. Johnson, "believedthat Johnson was a pa)triot, a lover of the
Union, a brave main, possessed of great force of
character, a man who would under more favor-
able co.nditions of early training and later cir-
cunstance have made a brilliant mark in his-
tory. 'bt--!' I tell you that sumning up of
Johnsona virtues in the hesitating phrase.'Perhaps he is the best nian,' followed by that
precipitousclosing. 'but--,' has always made
mie feel that Mr. Lincoln, by soie siecial di-
pensation. had spread before his mental vision
as n a, daslh the checkered panorama of the
next four years: that ie felt aireaua a forehod-
ing of his a.wnT ieparture and of what was des-
tinied to follow.
Mr. Tin.ker. Maj. Johnson said, was a tele-

graph operator in the room adjoining the oftice
occupied by Secretary Stanton, and upon tle
oc'casion referred to, as soon as the President
had gone, came into the Secretary's room andi
told Maj. Johnson the entire story just as i
ha, now told it in print.

LINCOLN'S FRANENESI.
"And you are quite sure," Maj. Johnson was

asked by the interviewer, "Mr. Lincoln's re-
mark was not made for effect upon those who
heard him?"
"There is no reason in the world to suspectsuch a thing. Knowing him as I did. seeinghim every day for years and often several time

in a day. coning inato so close contact with him
that he was accustomed to call me familiarlyby my first namne, I could hardly be very far
out in my estimate of that one trait in his char-
acter --the trait of candor-whatever else I
might have been deceived about. A more
open-hearted. undiplomatic. frank, outspoken,guileless man I never eaw and never expect to
see again. Yet to accept the version of the
Haifilin atfair which Col. McClure has givento the world would be to stamp him
as a double-face, a schemer, a politician in the smallest sense of the ternm.
Nothing was further front his nature, to be'ginwith: anl. without intending any distarag.ment of his briliaant gifts. I may add that ie
could not have engineered a secret campaignsuch as lie is credited with, because he posi-tiuely hadn't the ca,.acity for it. Why, anti-
mate as he and Mr. $tanton were, the fuall con-
tidence! uns only on one side. Mr. Lincoln
sed to tell Mr. Stanton everything because lae
knew the hecretary was shrewd. hard-headed,close-mouthel. Mr. Stanton. on the other
hand, didn't dare to tell Mr. Lincoln even the
telegrap.hic secrets which lie wasn't willing all
the world should know. because Mr. Lincoln
was' too realy to speak of these matters to
Irieids whom lae might meet at the moment."

"You refer to telegraphic secrets? Had Mr.

Stanton aces.93 to aln which did not immediately
--oncern his own department?"
"My dtar sir. Mr. Stanton's theory was that

ever'thinag contcraed his own lep;artmaent. It
was lie wiho was carrying on the war. It was
he who a ould be h, Id respaona-ible for the secret
tiachiaatiotns of the eaniay in thle rear as sel
as the uanwar..r1nted suece-nts of the caentmy in
fi out. lietce he established a system of niili-
tary eenursaip whlich ha, tneve'r. for vastness
of .colte or coiiia,letness of detail.l.een equaledin any wa!r Le4fore or since, or in aiy oler
cunttry und:r the sun.

A BIT OF WAS MIBTORY.
"Mr. Stanton had some substantial grounds

for a grievance against the President, had he
not?"
"Yes-or, at least, he thought be had, which

amounted to the same thing. It was a constant
thorn in his side. as in that of so many others,that Mr. Lincoln should insist on staiding byGen. McClellan as he did, in spite of Mcclel-
Ian's persistant disregard of orders from Wash-
ington to engage Lee in battle. If Btanton had
been President he would have made short work
with McCiellan. and he used to writhe under
Mr. Lincoln's way of doing things. I remember
one ocsasion when I think Mr. Lincoln plettv
nearly broke the Secretary's heart. It was at
the time of Pope's bad disaster. McClellan was
still nominally in command of the Army of the
Potomac. though all his troops had been sent
over to Pope. I am going to give you now. by
the by, a 'bit of history which I believe
has never been written before. Lincoln had
rea bed a point where even he could stand v
the pressure no longer; and he had actually
signed a paver, written in his own hand, in Ar.
Stanton's room. to be publihed to the country,
setung forth the reasons why (en. McClellat
should not again have a comnmant; but the
next morning. seized with a suddeni inspiration,he changed front and conveyed to Gen. lialleck
his desire to have Gen. Mctlellant restored to
duty instantly as commander of the Army of 4the'Potomac. This was a citshing blow to Mr.
Stanton. lie avus in the condition of a droop-ing leaf, lie had little or nothing to say that
whole day, but brouded over the President's
,rder all the time. fet the it qqel proved that
the President was right. MlcClellan took com-
mand of the Army o1 the Potomac. which had
then become a rabble and alarned everybody;amnd the first fruit of his restoration was the
battle of Antietata. which, though ttchnicallv a
dlaw. gave the Union cause a utcided impeiiuaand advantage."

*Did Mr. Stanton himself appreciate the
wisdom of this niove llnalv?"
"Ol. yes, he recognized and admired the

genius of foresight which the Ireilent dih-
llayed on more than one occasion like this,wlitn the prospects were blackest. He also re-
alized and appreciated. I believe, Lincoln's .

magnanimity toward hinself. The two men
gave each other the full measure of alprecia-
tion. I can asure you. If such a teeling had
not existed there would have been abundant
ocensions for a ruptore. Mr. Stanton, thoughnot a party to the cabal which proised to
thrust 31r. Lincoln aside at the end oi his tirst
term, was knowing to it, dind it made hinm veryangry."

LrsCOLN AND TRn coNvEaroI.
"Did Mr. Lincoln appear to feel any special

interest in the outcome of the convention?"
"Not misch. If appearances counted for any-

thing. his thoughts as well as his hands were
kept entirely off the convention. I think he
was perfectly convinced that he would be chosen
to run again. Mr. Stanton showed a great deil
keener interest in the whole busines. than thePresident did. Not only did he take the pre-cautions I mentioned a few minutes ago. ena-
bling hint to read the secret telegraphie historyof the convention. but I remember his instruct-
ing nat toget the Bltimore newspapers lur him
every day while the sessions lasted. Mr. Lin-
