all leaves thal have been granted. In the mean-
time the clerk goes on his vacation. for if bewaited for his application to come back to him
approved by the meretary he would have
to wait a long time. The man who really grantsthe leave is the clerk'a immediate superior.Once in the pension office it was made a viola-tion of rule for a clerk to take his vacation
until be had received a reply to his applicationfrom headquarters. But the enforcement of
the rule would have required every man to
make application two or three weeks ahead, so
the old custom soon came back again.

Speaking of leaves of absence recalls a very

transparent scheme for appearing to be a greatreformer that a chief of bureau put into effect
some years ago. When he assumed control ofthe bureau in the fall of the year his first order
was that no more leaves should be granted that
year. This cut off a good many employeefrom a needed rest, but as the Arst of Januarywas near at hand there was not verymuch grumbling. When the new yeararrived the chief again gave orders that
no one should be allowed vacation until Con-
gress adjourned. When Congress adjournedin March he ordered that no one should goaway till the end of the fiscal Year, which ex-piree June 30. The reason for all this appearedwhen his annual report came out. H ad a
comparative table arranged showing how muchleave of absence had been granted by his laxand wicked predecessor and how little hadbeen allowed by him, and, pointing proudlyto the record, said he had saved the govern-ment thousands of dollars' worth of time.
Of course, as soon as his repoi was out leavesof absence went on as usual, and if he had men-
