JOHNSON RESPONSIBELE

For the Death of “Woolly" Alexander, Ac-
cording te the Coroner's Jury.

There was nothing but a dry seab on the side
of William Alexander's body when Deputy
Coroner Schaeffer viewed the body at the morgue
yosterday, but beneath that small seab there
was a hole through which a bullet from George
Johnson's pistol had passed. The bullet had
passed through the liver and had also pene-
trated one of the kidneys. The wound inflicted
wus necessarily of a dangerous character. Dr.
Schaelfer secured the bullet where it had lodged
and it had not been flattened at all. Alexander,
who was known to his companions as *Woolly,”
lived three days after receiving the wound.

6US BEROWN'S STORY.

Gus Brown. a young colored man who lives
on Girant avenue near Sth street, was the first
witness called and he described the trouble
that occurred Thursday night which resulted
in the sbooting of Alexander by Johnson.
Witness said that he was with the deceased and
Cornelius Burrill, and when paseing through
Moore's lane they stumbled over Johnson and
Hattie Pecl.  Johnson got up and asked: “Who
in the h—1 are you foxing?”

Une of their number told him that they did
not know he was there and they went on the
way toward the ecity. They passed through
Le Droit Park snd went as far as 7th strect and
Florida avenue, when the prisoner drew his re-
voiver and shot Alexaoder.

When questioned by the coroner witness said
they were on their way home from a garden

riy on l‘uxtm street.  He was asked why
t: went aldhg Moore's lane, out of hLis way,
and be said that he was going home with Alex-
ander, because the latter had asked bim and
Burrill to tﬁo with him.

One of the jurors expressed surprised that
the shooting did not occur on the lune where it
is & lonesome place iustead of at Florida ave-
nue and Tth street, where the place is brightly
lighted.

CORNELIUS BURRILL'S TESTIMONT.
Cornelins Burrill, eolored, also gave testi-
mony as to Alexunder stumbling over Johnson
and Hattic Peel and to the language used by
Johnson. Witness did not hear Johnson say
anythiug before he did the shooting. He and
Brown went part of the way home with Alex-
ander a# he &ught the latter was afraid be-
cause it was dark. He said that when Johnson
fired the shot he ran and got on a cable ear.
Witness followed and got on the cartotella
policeman, but the conductor put him off.

CONDUCTOR LYNN SAW THE FLASH.
Conductor Joseph Lynn of a cable car testi-
fied that be saw the flash of the pistol. Jolu-
son and a woman ran down toward the car and
one of the men foillowing him said: “Mister,
catch that man: he shot somebody.™
Witness pretended he was going to cateh the
risoner. when the latter p a pistol from
Kll wocket and snid:

“Don’t you ouch me.”

Witness let bim go and be went acroes the
street. He then returned to the car and Alex-
ander said: “All right, you sucker, you've shot
me, but I will get you.”

Johnson retorted: ““Yes, d—n you, I'll shoot
You again if you follow me.”

Johnson and the woman got on the ear and
rode down as far as N street, when he (witness)
called Officer Barnes’ attention to him and the
latter arrested him.
Policeman Barues testified to the arrest and
finding of the pistol on the prisoner. The lat-
ter suid he shot Alexander, whom be did not
know, because the latter was stoning him.
There were three empty chambersin the weapou
and three were louded.
HATTIE PEEL'S VERSION.

Hattie Peel, the colored girl about whom the
shooting occurred, was next called. She lives
on Wilson street, in the county, and was with
George Johnson when be fired the fatal shot.
Witness said she met George down the city that
night and he started home with her. Lefore
reaching her house and while on Moore's lane
they met Alexander, Burrill and Brown. They
spoke to her and Johuson and the latter told
them that she (Hattie) was going to stay where
the was. Cornelius Burrill, she said, told
Johnson he would have five minutes to get out
of the camp. Alexangler, she suid, asked John-
son if he had a match, and he replied that he
had uot. Alexander said: *“It's all right, and
¥You can have five minutes to get outof the
camp.”
Wftna- said that she started back with John-
2on becuuse she feared he would get in trouble.
The three men, she said, threw stones at them
and followed them to the corner of Florida
avenue and Tth street, where Burrill threw a
stone at Johnson. The stone missed him and
struck a house, and Johnson then fired.
The wituceses Brown and Burrill were re-
called and were brought face to fuce with the
girl, but the Iatter did not change her first
story. Neither did the men.

THERE WAS LYING SOMEWHERE.

Coroner Patterson told Hattie that there was
some lying somewhere and Hattie said “‘the
boys" lied.

In answer to a question by a juror Hattie said
that Alexander had a piece of brick in his hand
when he was shot.
Policeman McDonald testified to the identity
of the weapon and said that Jobnson told him
e shot Alexander in seif-delepse; that the
boys were stoning him when he fired.
sergt. Daley testified to statements made by
Alexander and Johuson and Deputy Coroner
Schaetier testified to the autopsy. e siate-
ment of the dying man was that he and his
com punivnus folilowed Hattie and Uworge to Tth
and Boundary, us stated by Hattie. Witness
sald ke searched the ground where the shoot-
ing oceurred and found a picce of brick and a
ocobblestone.
JONNSON HELD RESPONSIBLE.
This closed the testimony and the jury re-
tarued a verdict bolding the prisoner, George
Julnson, respousible for the killing.

A committec meeting was held in the county
last night to formuilate a plan for building and
improving county roads wi'h broken stone and
gravel, said plun to be ratified Ly & public
meeting to be held at Walker sebool house on
Friday night nextand then submitted to the
board of supervisors of the county at their
meeting to be held vn the 47th instant. Mr. J.
E. Clements advoeated the purchase of a stone
erusher that all loose stone and mueh of the
solid rock, of which the county abounds and is
often an impeldiment to travel, might be
cruslhed and made into excellent and perma-
nent rond beds.

Messre. A. P. Douglas and A. G. Hayes were
in favor of broken ~tone, but thought the cost
of a erusher would be too great. They fuvored
the contract system.

Mr. Clements said a erusher could be pur-
chased for #600: that would cost the townships
nbout #200 each, which he thought was buca
trile, when it was considered that the pur-
chase of & crusher would be the inaugnration
of a system of excellent rouds, The committes
adjourned until Wednesday night.

The county will have sbout §8.000 to spend
on roads this year, and the people are becom-
ing interested in ita expenditure. The reas-
sessment of lands in Virginia takes Pime Cvery
tive vears.

SOME HOPE FOx THE EXILES,

The Authorities at Washington Will Make
nn Investigation
From the Xew York World.

Two of the Russian exiles, the spory of whose
persecutior  has been told in the Worid, were
yesterduy in the detention pen at the barge
oftice waiting to learn their fate. The messen-
ger arrived at last. He was agent Neinberz of
the Hebrew Aid Society.

He was the bearer of ead tidings. Gen.
O'Beirne, who is acting immigrant commis-
sioner, had decided that the men could not
land.

When this news was imparted to the exiles
they grew pale, threw up their arms and fell
in afuint on the floor. When they were re-
stored Agent Eeinlierz tried in vain to console
them. They tore their hair and cried pit-
cously. 1

The names of the men - are Stein and Ros-
cowitz. Both buve endured the misery of
Siberian exile. They ean now eall no country
theirs. When he wus somewhat composed
Stein sald:

“We did not for a moment think America's
doors would be closed ugainst us. We ghail
not become a burden to any one. Friends here
are willing to assist us. Our health is good,
we have n good trade and are able to support
ourselves,

“Huesia is barred against us. Our wivesand
little ones are scpurated frdm us. To come
here we spent whet little money our friends
collected to assist us."
Agent Reinherz, who has taken much interest

e case of these men, said:

*‘Our society has done what it could for them.
They are not finble to become & public charge,
but the society \rlm.-l; I represent does not in-
terfere with the decision of the authorities here.
Had these men been allowed to land the Hebrew
Society would have assisted them. Both are
strong and eflicient mechanics. Our socicty
would buve sccured immediate employment for
them."
