TE DEATM RATE DECLIIN N.

Foet 84aed in meath Oeer m.mea
Fiat Weekly 3Epret.

"In general terms the health of the city may
be said to be good," says Health ),%ter Ha=A
mett's frst weekly report.
"The death rate this week shows a connued

decline. The total number of deaths last week
was 121,as compared with IlI the preesti week.
The rate per thousand inhabitsan is 29.4 while
that of the previous week was 25-1. antl ma-
larml and typhoid fever caes are below the
normal for this season of the year Trohes of
the epidemic inouenza are searn in the :lathe
from this disease of two persons -luringi the
week, one after five months' duration and tle
other after a year or morc fron. the liret attack.

"Reports from the north of Europe and from
the city of Paria up to the 18th of tuly re-.eived
at this office indicate a condition of health very
similar in details to that of this eitv, "Vept if,
the greater number of deatea from a.*ute l'ng
diseases in theoe countries as compared with
those in the District of Columbia."
The report shows a total of 111 deatba. 54

white and 57 colored. Death rate per 1,000 pr
annum: White, 16.5; colored. 37.0; total popu-
lation. 23.0: 54 were under live years of age, 41
were under one year old. and 13 over sixty
years: 17 of the deaths occurred in hospitals
and public institutions.
The deaths by classes were as follows:

31: constitutional, 17; local, 48; de-
velopaiental. 11; violence. 4.
The principal causes of death were: Diph-

tealon, D. C. N. 0., was afelyembarked for the
annual encampment at Day Ridge, Md.
Promptly at 9:16 am. the special cars contain-
ing the department boys rolled out of the Bal-
tiore and Ohio depot, aid the ohers and
parting adieux of a hot of friends, who had
assembled to am them off.

AE'ed esek is simply a bad tick, made of can-
vs, about the size cumefiient to, cover a small
single bedstead, with a smell slit or opening on
one side, into which the dry strew is forced an-
til the seek asumes the proportions of the ce-
brated "German fe-ethe b.'l." This is then
laid :n a "-poncho" or rubbler blanket. 'he lat-
'er being placed on the ground, glazed aide
down. It will th-as he seen that no moisture
from the ground c-an communieate itself to the
sleeper. With tents, on sandy toil, the use of
tent floors would seem to be a superfluity.,
