Those
are obvionaly the repression of republican
France, with whose livern! institotious there is
no svmpathy, srnd the exaliation of
tne ecentinl military powera. Colucidently
rhie secures freedom from intesference by
France in Egvpt and by Russia in Asia
While Bismarchk lives and generals sarvive who
were formed under the eve of Moltke, German
infneuce in Earope is paramount. The great
compact central power is more than a mateh,
with it emperor really sane, for any other
power and ita allivuces have apparently given
it twice the movnl force of either Frince or
Raseis. whose internal orgenization is perhapn
much less secure. Germany's only possibie
source of weakuness, aside from her imperial
bhead, ia sociulism, which is permeating the
srmy as well as the mass of the people. Rus-
sia's source of denger is in her stupid, besoited
peasantry. No such nation can be a full mateh
Jor the most profound, and for offensive wmili-
tary purposes the best organized people on the
planet. Besides these defects of organization,
Russia is facing two great perils—fumiae in
some of the proviuces, aud the dis-
pleasure of the great banking interest
which is largely in the hands of the Jews.
The French, always when well led the
most brilliant soldiers of Europe. wiil hardly
fud themselves ready just now to deal single-
banded with Germany; and Austria and Italy,
with such part in the struggle as England may
see fit to render, will be more than a mateh for
gigantic but semi-barbarous Russia. The very
completeness of the arrangements of the four
nations may prevent war. The fuct will be
creditable to the wisdom of France and Russia
just s the preparations sgaiust her ure a
splenuid tribute to the enlightened French na-
Lisa.
