GRANADA'S STREET 3g0g.
The Bmaig of the Chief of Palle" and Hie

Men Conarmsed.
Mr. Ramon Velez of the Reejta Popular of

New York has received a letter from his agent
in Granada. Nicaragua, which states that the
chief of police and a number of his soldiers
were shot during the riot in that cityon August
23. and that more than fifty of the citizen riot-
ers were either killed or wounded. He says
that the five persons who were suspected of a
movement against the government-ex-Presl-
dent Chamorro, ex-President Lavala, Anselmo
Rivas, director of the Nic raguanse, and Seners
Enrique Guaman and J. D. Rodriguez--were
apprehended and imprisoned In the barracks.
The rioters included a number of prominent
citizens.' They were armed with rifles and at-
tacked the barracks, firing on the garrison. It
required a supreme effort on the part of the
soldiers. number of whom were killed, to
repel the attack. On August 2N the five sue-
pected revolutionists were tried, found guiltyand condemned to perpetual exile, with the
warning that they would be immediately shot
if found on Nicaraguan soil.

GOV. CAMPBELL IN 1EW YORE.

If the so-called "National Rise Amoelation"

ever expets to recover the vitality which once
made it a power among the rilesmen of the
world it will have to place its business affairs
in the hands of as entirely new manaement.
Five years ago state teams were gratifyingly
numerous at Creedmoor and individual com-
petitors could be numbered by hundreds; to-
day there are but two teams on the grounds,while the individual marksmen are decidedly
scarce-not more than half the aggregate of
last year. The bottom is certainly droppingout of the whole thing. And why? Because
riflemen who have had one experience with
modernised Creedmoor are not anxious for a
second dose, because the meeting has
in it too much of New York and too
little of the national idea, and because
indubitable unfairness goes on almost oontin-
uously unchallenged and unchecked. Now,don't run away with the notion thatany one ac-
cuses the management (which is centered in
Gen. C. F. Bobbins) of being dishonest-that
would be going a little too far-but the rulings
are at times so lax that favored New Yorkers
may easily creep through while strangers andanti-lobbins natives get all the severity the lawcall. for. Yesterday about fortymen competedfor the military championship of the United
States, and when the competitors were at the
200-yards firing point the range superintendentdrove up and at each target threw out of hit
buggy a tr r weight. The rules of the asso-
ciation as well as thearmyregulationsrequire all
militaryrifes shell haveaminimum trigger pullof six pounds. A few of the competitors, fot
their own satisfaction tested their triggers.and two or three of the unwilling ones were
practically compelled to do the same thing.
Among these latter was a sergeant whose trig.
ger refused to stand more than half the re.
quired weight. He tried it again, this time
holding the barrel at an angle of nearly forty.five degrees, and, of course, the trigger held.
He was asked to hold the barrel in a vertical
position, but would not. Somebody said that
the regulations required him to do so. where-
upon he replied: "Damn the regulations. this
is Creedmoor." With that sort of spirit abroadis it any wonder that honest men stay awayfrom Creedmoor. The sergeant referred to has
put up big scores in two or three of the matches
and he has been enabled to do so because his
trigger was light. How can any consectentioers
man hope to win anything in competition with
such rank dishonesty?

Supposing that some men would certainly act
crookedly the association framed regulations
and provided for the appointment of olleers
whose duty it should be to impartall enforce
the law. Is the law enforced? No! 'i he whole
system either was radically wrong from the
beginning or it has become so through care-
lessness or selish local interests. 8o thor-
oughly has this laxity permeated the structure
that an outside competitor must be suspicious
of everybody. Here is a little testimony to
prove tecase-auIncident which shows that
linfairnesa Is- not regarded as reprehensible un-
less the cheat is discovered: A nmember of the
sixty-ninth New York was competing in the
Steward match, where a sitting position is per-
mitted. To insure steadiness he sat with his
back against one of the square and solid pos
on which the scorers fasten their movable desk
tops. The scorer, whose dut in the matter
was perfectly plain made no objection, and the
competitor had sot one whol score, when
a range o0ficer strolled along. Did he
order the man away from the artifi-
cial support? Not he. He simply remarked,
addressing the competitor by his Christian
name, that It would be better to move away a
few inckee. "Hiome of these fellows (poiing
toward a group of Washingtonlanu) will get on
to you." Even after this the competitor fired
another shot with the assistance of the oaken
backbone; then seeing that several strungers
were coming up he moved out from the. poet
about six inches. It is all right to defraud, pro-
vided you are not foolish enough to get sanght.

If the range ollee and scorers arc here for
anything itought tobe in the interest of fair
play; some of them are perfectly suare, but
there is no one here but is convinced tha much
"monkey business' is continuously going on.

A prolific source of fraud Is the plan by

which scorers are selected. They are detailed
from various regiments of state troops, and
amany of them have shown absolute Ignorance
as to the Important duties of marker.

THE PRESIDEtN'S GUNNING T=I3.

Country !eepie Load Hie Car Witk Trats
and Flewere.

The President went gunning yesterday, as as-
nounced in the dispatches to yesterday's Svan.
A Cape May special to the Philadelphia Prs
today says: The President went ganing to-
day and met with useese. This morning he
got up early. donned a gray suit of gunning
clothes, a pair of heavy shoes and an old slouch
hat and started for the station. in company with
his son-in-law, J. Robert McKee, where they
were met by Mr. George W. Boyd. They
boarded the Pullman ear Idlewild and left the
station at 6:30 o'clock, reaching Manumumkin
about 7:10. They breakfasted on the way up
and at Manumuskin, thirty-five miles above
Cape May. were shifted on the Maurise tiver
Branch of the West Jersey railroad and run
down to the little hamlet of Port Elizabeth,
two miles below the junction, where they took
a carriage and were joined by two other sports-
men of Philadelphia, Gus beettle and Cart F.
Braun, who accompanied the party in an old
wagon to a place where they took boats and
crossed Maurice river. They gunned just op-
posite Port Elizabeth, and the President used
his weapon to such purpose that he killed
every reed and rail bird he saw and red at,killing fourteen. He was during all the time
in his shirt sleeves, and shot down the birds es
the two Philadelphia sportsmen pushed the
bushes, one either side of him, and drove the
birds out.
When the hunting trip was over it was found

that Mr. McKee had killed nine and Mr. Boyd
seven, aqid the pushers enough to makea grandtotal of forty-Bye.
At Port Elizabeth, which was a port of entry100 years ago, but now a small village ef about

400 inhabitants, the male population and part
of the women and many surrounding neigh-bors gathered to pay their respects to the
President, who held an informal reception andshook hands with all of them. As the partydeparted the country folks loaded their car
with fruit, melons and wild lowers. The water-
melons, canteloupes and lowers were broughthome with the birds.
The ear returned with the three gunners at

2:45. On the way home. the party had their
luncheon. This evening a dinner was made
out of the birds and other edibles gathered
during the day. Mr. and Mrs. Boy-d sat down
with the presidential family. This afternoon
the President had a long conference with Sen-
ator Watson C. Squire of Washington, who
came on important business connected with
the affairs of his state. Col. James Forney,commandant of marines at League Island navyyard. Philadelphia, and Mrs. Forney called on
the President this afternoon. The President,Mr. Boyd and Congressman Reyburn expect to
go out on the sounds tomorrow in Mr. Bey-burn's steam launch after mad snipe.

Guning en te Patuent.
An Upper Marlboro dispatch to the Baltimore

San says: Great preparations have beam made
for ortolan and reed bird shooting, now at
hand in the marehes of the Patasuant river
bordering on Prince George's county. The
Patuxent Gun Club. composed of young men
of Washington, who make weekly visit$ to
Hill's landing, have erected a suitable build-
iag, in which are kept the guns and necessary
equipments for the ortolna sease. Recently
they have built a boat house c. the shores of
the river, and last week a naphtha launch was
brought on at a cost of 01,000 from New York
and placed in the waters of the Patuxent.

It is feared, however, that their pleasure
may meet with an obstacle. This morning some
otisemes from Anne Arundel oun living on
the shore of the Pataent came to Marlboro to
get advice from counsel as regards the law for
shootina water fewi. They were informed that
the act of 1080, chapter 171, prevented nos-
residents from gunning for gase, ducks, snipe,ortolan or any water fowl on the Patuxent
river, its tributaries or marshes borderingupon the same. Then they made inquiry if an
officer could not be placed on the prince
George's shore to arrest any offender, and theywould see that no violation of the law ocegrred
on the Anne Arundel side. What will be the
outcome of the situation Is not known. The
presumption is that the shooting will go on,
and if any arrest Is made and any tine imposedto give eourity and tah a an appeal to the cir-
cuit court.
