Nearly every villege and town in the
island is totally or nearly wiped out of
existence and nearly seven hundred lives are
reported lost. Morse IBoege a entirely cone,Forte de Framo. nearly alt gene, and b'on-
tan Chaud destroyed with the eception of
the dining room and parlor. The hurricane
demolished all the mango and other treen,
which were tern to plinters and hurled down
the c -e In fact, there a net a tree is
alltevisias past of the island that retains a
leaf or small branch, and in most cares they
are trn upby the roots.
"My eand an Aamerican lady were at the

Fountain Chand for a week, having gne up on
the day before. They are safe, but badlybruaked andsfafering prostratin romt the se-
vers msnta etran
"The hurricane lasted four hears, from g

to 11 p. m. I felt it coming and went home
at ! pm. and barricaded doers, windows
and mnues. It was well I did. As it was,the entire roof ename down -ece by piece.while tile, beams, rocks and rge limbs of
trees ew areund and about lias a terrincbombardamseet from grape and solid shot.
while continual sheets of lightning playedaremed, and a delng .f rain rushed down
upon es. My hoes water knee deep fur
our hours, as I did net date to the barri-
eaded deess to allow ins"s ast as it cmme
in. Everything in our hem was saturated,and I was there alone and fearful of my poorwife's fate. But, thank God, we are alive. and
all sfered as badly or worse than we did.

"St. Pierre is entirely unrofed, the Hemtel
de n.e entirely unroefed, as is also the club
hos. The debris in the streets and alleys
next morning stood breast high with wreckage.Noteavoesselor lighter of any dssionua is
left in the island coast ! the
beauty of Martinique has gone for a timme. Not
a particle of fruit is left and scarcely a livinganimal. I have to close, as time is preingand my duties imperativeas there are so manyshipwrecked sailors to care for."

t. Elwell of the American brig Ned White,
was wrecked at St. Pierre, was a passen-

ger, with his wife, on the United States and
lisauil mail steamship Vigilancia.which reached
New York Tuesday night.El12well had just fmished unloading his

at o'clek in the afternoon, when the
evelone struck St. Pierre. There was not the
slightest warning of theappenach of the storm.
The brig was tern from her moorings andcarried on the rocks. The captaithrew hmrself overboard and swain
ashore. Three of his ribs were broken
when he struck the beach, the waves fairlyhurling him on shore. Me amaged to crawl to
a ntive's hut, where he was cared for as well
as the desperate condition of the occupants
would permit. Thme hut was reoflesa and partly
demo.-sh-d by thme storm.

Wheckse of eerthquake followed the first out-
burst of the cyclone and the rain fell in tor-
rent.. Thupder and l' tuhng added to the
terror of the half-or natives. Early next
amerningtheewrof the Ned White reacied
shere. The emptain's wife as fortmntely en
shore when the cyckaie struck. Nearly
every house in St. Pierre, the captain
maid, was unroofed, and all steanhips,
eadling vessels and other craft were eithner
sank or driven ahere. A Maytian mn-e-war
lying at fort de France was bost with all had.,
and the Anmerican brig Jeamsi Phiamey was
stranded and dimast.ed. The crew of the Ned
White were more fortunae, theough they saved
nothing exoept the clothing they wore. The
emw were sent homne by the Amnerican eunsul
to the bark J. B. Babel, wiche is now en her
way to New York.
