Great Intcrest Manifested In the Experi-
ments at El I'nso.

Er Paso, Tex., Bept. 19.—The governor of
Chihuahue snd many prominent men from
Mexico, New Mexico, Arizona, Colorado and
all over Texas came here to see the rain
experiments yesterday.

TS RAINMAKER WAS LUCKIER.
