| man thrift, industry,courage, honesty, philoso-
| phy, independence and patriotism. He spoke
at some length of the good qualities of therace
and said: “They think logically and drink
temperately.” They do everything temper-
ately, he continued; their bomes are models
and their lives are proper. The German cares
little for politics and litician, but he at-
tends to the practical affairs of life with dili-
gence. The government departments are full
of men of culture and tramning of German
origin. They are proud of their adopted coun-
try, but they have not forgotten the land of
their birth. It would be like a man who for-
| gets his, mother, ono of the most abandoned
creatures on earth.

By the time that Mr. Wolf had concluded his
address, which he had to cut short on account
of hoarseness, Mr. Schulz Lad quite recovered
his own voice, and ke essaved to introduce
Commissioner Ross, bul the band, under in-
structions to play ""Star Spangled Banner” at
the end of Mr. Woll's specch, struck up that
air, regardless of the gestures made by the
presidént of the assoclation, who vainly tried
to choke it off. There wae an interesting con-
test for a few seconds, but Mr. Schulz finally
gave up the unequal fight and sat down, while
the band went on to the last bar. Then Mr.
Koss was introduced amid a very flattering
amount of cheering. He snid that he was
there as a man and as_s public officer to show
his respect for the Germans of the District.
Never in the history of the city had there been
such a parade not of a nationsl character ns
there had bLeen in the afternoon, and he was
proud of it. The celebration was one of those
things that tend to foster local pride and to
meke tho citizens a Xolitical unit. In every
field of activity be had observed the Germans,
and everywhere they had maintained a high
standard—oue that calls for the pride of Ameri-
Gans.

EXTHUSIASM OVER SECRETARY RUSK.

During the remarks of Mr. Ross he made an
allusion to Secretary Rusk, who also occupied a
seat on tho stage, in & manner that led folks to
think that the Secretary was booked for a
speech. He threw mp his hands at this and

rotested, but he eounld not get out of it. When

Ir. Boss bad concluded the Secretary was in-
troduced by Mr. Wolf, who assured t Eouyle
that it had been due to the Secretary’s kindly
interest in the Germans that it had not rained
during the day. The Secretary had litile

trouble in getting quite well in charge of the
attention of the crowd, and he scored quite a
success. He »aid that he bad sup d his

duties ended with the luncheon that he had
eaten upstairs, but he was evidently mistaken.
He was glad o be there aud to congratulate the
folks on the 208th anniversary of the landing of
the immigrants; but, more than that, he wanted
to congratulate the country itself upon thut
event, for it then received from the old world
tho foundation of its civilization and
guined some of its best citizens and
best leaders, who have contributed mate-
rially to the prosperity of tuhe land. He had
been raised among the Germans, he knew them,
and he thought that they knew him pretty well,
and he kpew of no people more industrious or
frugal or honest than the German settlers in
Wiscensin. They have made the state fairly
bloom with the products of their labor and
have been important factors in theagricuitural
industry of not ouly that state, but also of the
entire great west. There is something more
than agriculture in such a consideration. ltis
a patriotic subject, the story of howsucha
race came to America 10 help ber to be what
she is today. When the motber country needs
food and help, concluded the Secretary, we
shall ssk yon to join us in our work of aiding
her, and today we relmpon the furming com-
munity of America, ¢ osed largely of Ger-
mans, to produce cnougﬁ wheat to feed noe
only Germauny, but alsc the entire world.

There wes a great cutburst of enthnsiasm
when the tecretary bowed his way back to his
seat and three ringing cheers were given for
“Unele Jerry,” who sat down with a broad
smile on his face that showed how glad he was
that he had come.

By 8 o'clock
there were probably £ve thousand people in or
near the grounds, and they lwﬁt coming antij
9. The cars were loaded and the ticket tukers
atthe gates had the greatest difficulty in keep-
ing the lines straight.

The white-couted militiamen wandered
everywhere and seemed to take a leading hand
in festivities. Those who were German
showed the others how to do it and the rest
followed with & natural grace. They made
rushes upon the booths and bulled the
market. ¢y formed stag sets on the danc-
ing floor and created great fun by their antics,
and they went along the paths arm in arm, and
m unarmed, and commanded the broadest of

way.

Down in one corner of the park the bowling
alleys were in active operation, snd many an
iImprompta match was arranged and played off
between rivals and teams.

Bome fireworks were set off early in the
evening, while the speaking was going on, and
these added to the fun for awhile, bus the even-
ing was too damE for that and they did not
secm to form much of a feature.

What a Park Watchman Says.
To the Editor of The Evenine Star:

Any one reading the recent published articles
in regard to the public parks of this city would
think there were a great many depredations
committed in them and that the park watch-
men were doing nothing to prevent such dep-
redations.

Now, while I admit there are some violations
of law in the parks, are there mnot also man v
such violatic1s all over the city under the eyes
of the metropolitan police? And Maj. Mocre
givea as a reasonable excuse that there are not
enough ot police to patrol the city. Now the
same excuse holds good in regard to the parks—
“not encugh watchmen.”

With enough watchmer they are just as
competent to protect the parks as the met-
ropolitan police would be, and although
there are so few of them at present they are
doing a great deal toward making the parks
what they should be, although they secm to get
very little eredit. In the first place, although
they make many arrests and prosecute and
convict many for violations of the laws in the
parks, they are not credited for them, for
every arrest a park watchman makes and
takes to the station house is credited to the
police officer who happens to be on  duty ‘near
where the arrest is made, although he has unth-
ing whatever to do with the case, as the watch-
man makes the arrest and goes to court and
pr:mul.es the cua.i'

Now, my opinion this: let Congress give
Col. Ernst more watchmen, both for day ?nd
might, and let them be uniformed and Organ-
ized with say s captain at their head (which
Congress has been asked for several times), and I
am sure they will protect the parks without the
wasistance of the mtropolitan police, which have
plenty to do if they will protect the city outside
of the parks.

I say while we have the most beantiful
city in the Union, we also have the most beau-
tiful parks, then let us have a United States park
police 1ﬁlmp the name of watchman) that can
and w protect them.
