FOR THE LAND OWNERS

Mr, McKenney Concludes His Argument and
Mr. Abert Talks Briefly.

Yesterday in the Rock Creek Park hearing
Mr. McKenney read numerous extracts from
the testimony of Messrs. Biellwagen, Paul,
Truesdell and Baanders, devoting the greater
part of the afternoon session to these extracts
and to his commenta thereon. Concluding an
argument which bad occupied eight bours in
its deiivery, Mr. McKenney said the lana
owners must of necessity take what the ap-
praisers declared to be right. In that light he
trusted that they would remember tlat the
government was & purchaser auxious to buy,
well able to pay snd the land owuers under no
necessity for selling.
