A
closing meeting in this city will be held tonight
in Music Hall by the democrats and will
be addressed by Gov. Campbell and by Sena-
tor John 0. Carlisle of Kentucky. A few
other meetings are announced throughout the
htate, but active politicians usually prefer to
devote the last day and night before election
to more practical work than public speeches.

8MTIATES ni noTE PAnrALs.
The hour for estimates and conjecturesabout

the result has now come. From the healquar-
ters of the democratic committee. it is said, a
claim har been made that Gov. Campbell will
receive a plurality of 10.000 votes.
This is based on the assertion that oppoLd-tion to him in Hamilton county. which was so,

pronounced in the beginning of the campaign,
Lsam largely melted away until now, it is
claimed, he will carry even Hamilton county by
1,000 majority. On the other hand the chair
man of the republican state committee claims
a plurality for McKinley 'of 20.000. This e-sti-
mate makes McKinley carry Hamilton county
by 8,00.

TES LEGISLATUnn.
As to the legislature the cinima of the two lead-

ing parties are about in the same proportion.
The republicans expect to elect twenty of the
thirty-one senators and sixty-five to seventy of
the one hundred and seven representatives.

MEL MAYBRICK'S LIFE INSURANCL
The Cert of Appeals to Deede wbieae Hie

Widow Is to Get It.
Lo'wox, Nov. 2.-In the court of appeals the

Maybrick case was commenced today. Sir
Chas. Russell, Q.C., who was attorney general
under Mr. Gladstone's last administration, in
opening his argument mid that the appeal
raised a most important question. The plain-
tiffs for whom he appeared were the executors
of the late Mr. Maybrick, who had effected an
Insurance of 610,000 with the defendant, an
Insurance company, in favor of his wife. M1ra.
Florence E. Maybrick, now confined in Woking
jail. The defendants, counsel said, had paid
on account e1,00 of the amount claimed, but
they refused to pay the remainder. In sup-
port of this refusal, he said, the defendants
submitted that the conviction of Mrs. May-
brick was not conclusive.
Continuing Bir Charles Russell said that on

the contrary the plaitiffs submitted that the
fact that the eence was commuted was not
evidence of Innocence. Thne real question, he
claimed, was whether Mr. Maybrick, havn
effected a policy in favor of his wife an
whether, assuming that he died at her hands.
this was any answer to the executor's claims.
The ex-attorney general then proceeded to cite
authorities in favor of his contention.
