CHINESE DINNER.

Yesterday my cousin. Mr. Rusk, the English-
man and myself were invited to a Chinese din-
ner at the honse of a wealthy Chinese mer-
chant by the name of Sang. When the dinner

THE SWALLOW-TAIL COAT.

Prejudice Agalnst It Fast Disappearing—How
It Used to Be Worn by Senators and Repre-
sentatives—Seldomm Now Seen in the Day-
tlme—Not Much Change In Style,

WRITER FOR THE STAR HAS MADE

some inquiries among the well-dressed
men of Washington about the dress snit and
has gleaned some interesting information on
the subject. Itis now respeetfully presemtod
to the publie for a sum so exceedingly smnall as
to be within the reach of everybody. You can
buy it over the connter,.or from the boys on
the strect, or you can have it delivered at ycur
home. You can read it over your pipe or cigar
in your “den,” or you can read it at breakfast,
or you can sit elegantly in your dress suit and
read it before you go to a party—that is to say,
if you are not one of those persons who are
prejudiced aganinst dress suits and won't wear
them under any eircumstances.

Now, in the first place why should a man ob-
ject to & dress suit? The garment is not un-
comfortable unless you are so unaccustomed to
wearing it that you eannot feel at home in it.
If you wear it constantly you will soon find it
as pleasant as a smoking jacket. As for the ap-
pearance of the dress suit it must be admitted
that it is not graceful. Ttis a severe and trying
gorment, but then it looks clean and simple.
Anybow it is & uniform. and it is absurd to re-
bel against it. It matters not who first invented
it. 1t is as old asthe hills, and there is no pros-
pect of its ever going out of fashion. 1t is one
of the most cosmopolitan of garments, and the
dress suit that is made in Washington will do
service in Moscow or Hong Kong perfectly
weil.

PREIUDICE AGAINST THE COAT.
Yet it is strange what a prejudice there is
against this time-honored old coat, and there
are many men who hLave never owned one.
There is a story in point about an American
who went abroad and wishiug to see the minis-
tex for foreign affairs of the country he was in
was denied admittance because be did not have
a dress suit 01, 8o he wrote to the mivister in
this wise:
“Dear Sir: I called on you today, but was
not ullowed to see you becsuse I did not have
on a swallow-tailed coat. In America swillow-
tailed coats are neéver worn except at parties,
and I must confess, to my sorrow, that I never
had such a garment in mylife. Can't I see you
if I wear a frock coat and white necktie?"”
It is hardly necessary to add that the foreigner
saw the joke of the thing and had the Ameri-
ean admitted in o frock coat. It is also une
necessary to say that the mun was not a Wash-
ingtonian, or hie would certainly have had o
dress suit, but that he came from the rural dis-
tricts of the west. It was a misstatement to
say that dress suits are only worn gt parties,
for who does not know the old gentlemen who
wear them iu the day time? Unfortunately,
there are few of these old gentlemen left, but
still the race has not entirely died out.
DRESS COATS IN CONGRESS.
In the hails of Oongress there used to be
many of them; now, alas, there are only one or
twoin the Benate and hardly more in the
House. Who ean think of them without re-
gret! Only ten years ago there was poo. Jones
of Florida and the benevolent MeCreery of
Kentucky and half a score besides in the Senate
and they were presided over by Hannibal Ham-
lin. In the House there was Poland of Ver-
mont, a host in himself, for he not only wore a
dress suit, but brass buttons as well. In the
days of Henry Clay and Webster and Calboun
all wore dress suits in the day time; twenty
years ago it was still regarded as u dignified
dress for elderly men: ten years ago it was old
fashioned, but was not so_unusual as to excite
more than passing comment; but now it 1s so
rarely that yousee one in the daytime that you
turn around and look at the wearer in surprise,
There are a few of them left, but the uy is
coming when tho dress suit on the elderly law-
yer or stutesman will be entirely unknown save
on festive occasions in the evening.
It may be put down as a rule about this gar-
ment that you are never wrongly dressed when
you have it on in the evening. Of course it is
in some places deeidedly bad taste to appear in
full dress because your companions probably
will not be so clothed, but as a matter of fact
they ought to wear it. Are not the women at
a party, no matter how small it may be® in
their evening gowns? Then whas right have
you to wear your office clothes ora street
costume?
BELDOM WEAR IT IN THE DAYTINE,
Bat it may equally be asserted as a rule that
& man should never wear a dress suit in the
daytime—that is, before dinner. The poor
wretch who appears at an afternoon tea in even-
ing clothes or who goes calling on New Year's
day in a similar costume is an object of unmit-
igated pity to the initiated. Everybody feels
worry tor z.lm,fm- he may bea very good fellow,
but he certainly is commitiing a very grievous
«in against society. And how shabby that black
suit looks in the daytime? You can wear it as
long ae it holds together by guslight, but when
it becomes exposed to the glare of the sunshine
you realize that it is old and must be replaced.
Of course there are occasions when it 14 only
proper to weer a dress suit in the day time—
oceasions us a graduation commencement,
where the students have all agreed to weur it,
for instance, and even oecasionally at a day
wedding. At aday wedding, generally speak-
ing, it should not be worn, but in France and
in French communities it 18 not considered in
good taste to appear without it.
A COAT WILL LAST.
One peculiarity of the dress suit is ite immu-
tability, if the term may be used. If you get
one when you are a young man you may still
be wearing it when E:m are old and gray and it
will continus to in very good style. Of
conrse, as years go by, there are changes in it
toa certuin extent, but they are very slight
and mankind have very wisely resisted all ef-

n a dress suit. ‘n:apnnﬁuhvvlipmulin
England, and there are stories of men
who, always dining in dress suits, sometimes go
without dinner when their dress suits get lost.
On the other hand. most men do mot care to
dress up for an every-day dinner, but prefer in-
formality. A few men—generally very young
ones—won't go to tho theater except im the
swnllow-tail, but sober men of discretlon prefer
to wear frock conts or cutaways.

It is not fair to abuse a man because his ideas
do mot agree with yours, and, moreover, the
customs of different sections of the country
differ widely. Drees suits are common and are
frequently worn in W ton, New York,
Philadelphia and Boston, but in smaller places
they are less worn. In the west—in the far
west ureci-aliy—thcy are not often met with,
and in frontier towns it would be a dangerous
thing to appear in one.

It bas been objected’ that the swallow-tailed
coat is now so much used by waiters at balls
and parties that it is often difficult to tell
gueets from waiters, and that, on this acoount,
the dress suit should be altered, but this is
rather absurd. since there is no reason why all
mankind should change the cut of its cout be-
cause it doesn't want to be mistaken fora
waiter. The reasonable remedy would seem to
be to make the waiters change their uniform.
