THE ECLIPSE LAST NIGHT.

Clouds Obscured the View and the Moon
Could Not Lie Seen.

Not only is the moon herself supposed to
have been in eclipse inst night, but in fact the
whaole eclipse was lidden from the vicw of
observers in this part of the conntry. During
the dny the weather was both clear and eloudy,
but still it was boped that the clouds would
clear up completely before the time when the
moon was expected to enter the ecarth's
shudow. This hupe proved a vain one, for as
the sun sct large masses of impenetrable clouds
banked up in the east, almost entirely obscur-
ing the mcon from view. It was the intention
of the cbeervers at the nnval observatory to
use the large equatorial telescope. the small
eauatorial and the comet finder.  Although the
moon appeared for a brief time before totality
it could not be seen at all doring totality, and
the plan of observation could not be carried
out.

WHERE TIE ECLIPSE WAS SEEN.

The eclipse was obterved under the most
favorable circumstances in Doston, as the sky
was clondless.

At Hurvird photographs were taken, the
plates being exposed ten minutes. The plates
were immediately developed and examined, the
principel ol ject of the observation being to de-
termine, if jossible, whether the moon Las
satellite. No sige of such a body was discov-
ored. Marvard has alwo established an cbserva-
tory in Arequipa, Peru, where search for the
satellite was also to be made. CObservations
were also taken at Harvard of the eclipse of one
of the suteilites of Jupiter Thie eclipse began
at 6.29 and lasted three minutes,
