HEALTH OF THE DISTRICT.

What Caused the Increase of Deaths Last
Week—Vitnl Statistice.

“There were twenty more deaths last week
than those of the previcus week,” says Henlth
Officer Hammett in bis report for last week.

“The incresse is mainly dne to discases of
the respiratory organs. There were ninetcen
deaths from consnmption as against twelve for
the former report, and the mortality from acute
lung diseases running up to sixteen as com-
pared with nine in the same period. DPiph-
theritie cases fell from nine to gix, while deaths
from: typhoid fever inereased from four to
feven.  With the exeeption of those from diph-
theria no deaihs from other contagious discases
veenrred, although there may be sporadic cases
ef whooping cough aud measless in remote parts
of the eity. h

*“Ihe mortality for the month just closing
abont cquals that of the November of last year,
when the deaths numbered 380 and the death
rate was 18.24. Taking into consideration the
marked chinge in temperature and other
muteorclogical couditions, the eity has canse
for cougratulation over the absence of any
epidemic threatening the general health.”

The report shows: Namber of denths, 111—
white, 67; colored, #4. Death rate per 1,000 per
annum —white, 20.5; colored, 2¢.6: total popula-
tica, 23 Thirty-seven were under five years of
age. 20 were under one year old and 17 over
Binty vears, Nine of the deaths occurred in
hospitals and public institntions. The deaths

| tational, 30; iocnl, 49; developmental, 8; vio-
lence, 5. The prmeipal esnses of death were:
Croup. 2; diphtheria. 6; consnmption, 19;
