A Notable Conveation to Begin In This
City Tomerrow.

THEE NATIONAL BAR ASSOCIATION NEETING—A
DISTINGUISHED OCOMPANY TO SIT DOWN AT A
BANQUET—THE TOASTE ONLY FOUR IN NUMBER—
FROORAN FOR THE BUSINESS SESSION.

A notable gathering of lawyers is that which
will assemble here tomorrow at the opening of
the fourth annual meeting of the National Bar
Association. The sessions, which will begin to-
morrow and continue for three days, will be
held in the lecture hall of the Columbisn Uni-
versity.

This meeting will be one of unusual interest.
The association was organized in Washington
three years ago under very favorsble suspices,
and at the invitation of the Bar Association of
the District of Columbia, and has since met in
the summer at Cleveland, White Sulpbur
Springs and The holding of &
meeting here in the winter was proposed by
delegates not from Washington, and an amend-
ment to the constitution offered by Mr. Ela of
the Chicago Bar Association making Washing-
fon the permanent home of the National Asso-
ciation will be one of the first matters acted
on tomorrow morning.

The address of welcome on Wednesday even-
ing will be delivered by Mr. Justice

THE BANQUET.

The dinner to the delegates on Thursday
evening at the Arlington will be the occasion
of a most distinguished gathering. There will
be but four toasts. The President or one of his
cabinet will to the first toast—*‘The
President.” r. Justice Gray of the Supreme
Court of the United States will respond to
“The bench.” Senator Gray of Delaware will
respond to ““The Congress,” and Mr. Jumes (.
Carter of New York will nd to “The bar.”
It is expected that about 150 will attend the
dinner, including nearly all the justices of the
Supreme Court, the Court of Claims, the Dis-
trict courts, the members of the cabinet, Scna-
tors and Representatives, public officials and
distinguished representatives of the bar.

OBJECTS OF THE ASSOCIATION.

The National Bar Association, whose birthplace
was in this city, was formed for the purpose of
uniting the bar associations of the country in
practical work. The objects of the organization
are et forth in the constitution as follows:

To promote the nunification, so tar ss practi-
cable, of the laws of the various states which
relate to matters in which the people of the
United States have a common interest, such as
the laws of descents, of wills and conveyances,
of marriage and divorce, of limitations of ae-
tious, for the settlement of estates, the laws
affecting comity between the states, the extra-
dition of eriminals, those concerning com-
mercial paper, and all other laws which may
from time to time be designated by the associa-
tion as proper subjects of unification.
