The government officials are still trying toallay all apprehension cf war with Chile, but
preparations are being made for war, and it is
undoubtedly believed by those fully acquainted
with the situation that there will be
a demonstration of hostilities in a
short time. The unexpected is, of course,
always liable to happen. It may be
safely asserted that nothingcould happen moreunexpectedly t. the government officials just
now than a peaceful settlement of this trouble.
The conviction that this is so does net arise
from the fact that active preparations are be-
ing made to meet any contiz.gency. Such prep-
arations would have to be made, as a mat-
ter of precaution even if the government were
ever so sanguine of a settlement without ap-
peal to arms. It is not possible to judge of
what a cabinet officer thanks of such a situation
by reading his public declarations. These
amount to nothing under such circumstances.

But there are means of knowing what his

private judgment is. and by these means it is
learned that in the highest official circles the
most serious possible view is taken of the situ-
ation. The possibility of war has passed into
a probability, and the probability into almost
acertainty. With the increased gravity of the
situation, thore is an assumption on the
part of high officials of an unnatural-a do-
ridely artificial display of the outward forms
and show of satisfacion with the situation.
The fact that the Boston has today sailed from
Valparaiso is said to have no significance which
points to peace.. If it were knewn that war
would be declared within a week she would not
remain in Chilean waters without a powerful 1
consort.
Is is asserted that the administration expectshostilities and will be surprised at any other

outcome. The War Department Is as active as
the navy in its prepartiors. While denyingthat the Chilean affair is giving them any con-
ern, preparations are bei.gmade for the mass-
