Looseness and Lack of Discipline Al-
leged in a Report.

A gREATH OF SCANDAL.

The Attorney General Couducts an Investiga-

tion—Two Cases of Alleged Inmorality De-

loped—L of System and Necesslty
for Reformi—An [ateresting Docusnent.

—_—

The Attorney General has reccived an fnter-
esting report from Mr. Howard Perry, one of
tne employes of the Department of Justice,
who was detailed to investigate the state of
discipline at the District jeil.

This examination was made before the charges
a8 to the state of thingsat the jail were made in
the Criminal Court. The report is long, cover-
ing eixteen large pages of typewritten
matter. 3Mr. Derry first goes into the
testimony be eliciled in  invest'gating
charges of improper conduct Letween the
female priconcrs and officials at the jril. Two
such enses are taken up. One invoved Mr.
Wm. L Trembly, 1t aséistant en-
gineer of the Jjuil, and the other,
My. Edwird Durke, the clerk to the
warden, his father. Withont going into
detnil, Mr.  Peary's conclusions in

theso instances muy Le given,

THINKS MR. TREMBLEY GUILTY.

As to Trembley's ense he says: “I donot hes-
itate 1o suy irom the factsns presented that Mrs.
MeNerhan,” (one of the matrons who made

THE MANAGLMENT OF THE KITCHEN.
Furtber along in the report it ia stated

thet: ““As on each occasion when I have
visited the jail, 1 did not find the
kitehien in  proper wshape. I can mot
understand why this department of the insti-
tution  cannot be managed in o
satisfactory way, I apprecinte the fact
that  repairs are needed to  the

kitchen, but with the means at their disposal
improvement could now be made.”

A LACK OF DISCIPLINZ.
Mr. Perry thus coucludes: *“This examina-
tion and the others made by me justify me in
stating that there is a lack of discipline at the

jnil, I am thoroughly  convinced
that after 4 o'clock in the afternoon
until 8 o'clock n. m., there are too many

guards on duaty, which results in large
opportutitice for possip snd tne un-
Leard  of practice of rmitting
ex-prisoners aud others to visit thc jail at

nigut time to ecall upon the guards.
THE JAIL GUARD,

“Ido not belicve auy more men should be
employed during the night than are abso-
intely mecessary to guard the jail. A
captain of the watch and two guards on the in-
side and a patrol guard on the outside are all
that are required.

“During the day, from 8 a.m.to 4 p.m., ad-
ditional help 18 required. At present
there are filteen guards, including three cap-
tains,

“I would recommend that a captain and
three guards, one of whom shall be a patrol,
be detailed on each watcb: that the other three
guards for the present be detailed to day duty
from 8 to 4.

*'I also enrnestly recommend that special com-
munication be made with the nearest police
station, o that the help of the police depart-
ment can be summoned when occasions require.

PUXISHMEXT OF PRISONERS.

“When prisoners are to be punished itshould
not be, as I suggested in my other report, in-
flicted unless upon the order of the deputy
warden, or in his absence, the captain of the
watch. It is not right that guards should take
upon themscives the meting out of
punishment to prisoners. They should report
the infringement of rules to the depnty or ea
tain, who should immediately investigate the
case and issue sucl orders as their best judg-
ment sLould dictate.

JEALOUSY IN THE JAIL.

“The jealousy betwoen the matrons should
ceasc. They should nnderstand so far as their
duties ot the jail are concerned, that they are
there to tuke charge of the female
prisoners; they should report infractions
of the rules to the deputy warden or
captain and be guided by them in the infliction
of punisbment. This continual bickering and
sirife should ccase at once and their personal
and petty quarrels ehould find no lodgment in
the Eﬂ.

DUTIES OF THE MATRONE.

“A matron should be on duty at the jail at
all times and be ready to respond to a call at
all times, any kour of the day or night. No
officer or guard should be allowed at night time
to go into the women's department unless
accompantied by the matron. Ii this rule is
carried out in the future no scandalous reports
x‘l!jhpl.hcud concerning this department of

@ Jal

The engineer and his sssistanta should at
no time be allowed to go into the women's de-
partment unaccompanied.

I um sure that ofiicers when addressing prie-
oncrs use langusge which will not command
respect from the prisoners, cursing and swear-
ing Ly those in charge of prisons.

THE PRIVILEGES OF THE CLEBK.

From what I have seen I beliove that the
clerk of the jail is allowed too many liberties.
He should only attond to his proper duties
and those to which he is detailed. He
should not be allowed the run of the
*:.I.l and bave guards assume that because he

TO HELFP THEIR TEXAN BROTHERS

Men On Their Way to Take the Places of
Arkansas Pass Strikers Atiacked.

There is great excitement in railroad circles

in Arkansas over the ejection of a car load of
“scab’ railway employes at Argenta, who were
on their way from Indianapoli; and Louisville
to Arkansas Pass to relieve the strike om the
Ban Antopio and Arkansas Pass railway.
At 10:30 yesterday morning a crowd of
several hundred men,chicfly ruilroad employes,
were ot the Fort Smith aud Iron Mountain
crossing when the “‘cannon ball” from St.Louis
steamed in. No sooner had the train arrirved
when s burly man witk a black slouch bat
cried out to the crowd: *Cut the hose and
we'll drop the car out.™

A hundred mep rushed to do his bidding, the
hose was cut and the car with, another sleeper
in the rear, was cut out. When the train
started for Little Rock the mob having ne-
glected to cut the bell cord the engineer's bell
rang and he stopped the train. ULy this time
all the engines in the yard began to blow and
it seemed as if Bedlam had broken loose.

A hundred men rushed into the fated sleeper,
driving the occapants, some forty telegraph
operators, machinists and brakemen, thor-
oughly alarmed, from the car and into the
swamps a bundred feet beyond. Most of them
were driven into :J)trnd, through which they
floundered, followed by their infuriated pur-
suers. The sleepers were recoupled to the
train and it crossed the, river into Little Rock
where another crowd of men boarded the car,
and with kuives cut to pleces all the bagguge of
the unfortunate ‘‘scabs,” tossing it through the
car windows into the yards.

J. C. Litdefield, who was in charge of the
party of *‘scabs.” and several of his compan-
ton# who escaped the mob, baving taken refuge
in the rear sleeper, took & train for Texas,
while the other members of the party are hid-
den in the swamps, awaiting an opportunity to
escape. The rallroad authorities ure
at this action of their ewmployes. The various
labor and railroad unions are strong in their
sympathy for their striking brothers in Texas
and 1t is fortunate thut noue of the party sent
to take their places received mno serious per-
soual injury.

GAS MIGUMT HAVE CAUSED IT.

Natural Causes Might Have Been the Origin
of the Explosion.

The excitement caused by the explosion on
Thursday at Dublin castie has somewbat
abated, but the air of mystery maintained by
the police and castle officers does not tend todis-
pel the alarming rumors circulated in connec-
tion with the affair. *

Dynamite, gun cotton and gunpowder have
each been claseed a8 being beyond any doubt
the explosive used in the explosion which took
place under the finance office, and Fenians,
cranks and the police themselves have each
been credited with baving caused the damage.
As » fact, however, nobody would be astonished
if it should turm out eventually to be ucthing
more than an explosion caused by escaping
gas, and due to the carelessness of some of
the workmen who, as nlready stated, were em-
ployed in repairing the premises near the spot
where the explosion is supposed to have been

ignited.

On the other hand, Maj. Cundill, an inspector
of explosives, who has Dbeen examining the
scene of the explosion, says that he has not
quite made up his mind as to the nature of the
explosive or explosives nsed. He says that it
is probable that two different kinds of ex-

losivcs were used, and that the explosion was
Erought out by the use of time fuscs.
