Funeral Services Over the Remains
of Albert Victor,

ROTAL CEREMCNIAL AT SANDRINGHAN.

Distinguished Persons Who Went
Out to Windsor.

WAS IN MOURNING.

ENGLAND'S DEAD PRINCE,

Private Ceremonies Held at Sandriangham—
Soervices at Windsor,

Loxpox, Jsn. 20.—The funeral of Prince
Albert Victor of Wales, Duke of Clarence and
Avondale, eldest son of the Prince of Wales
and heir presumptive to the throne of England,
who died at Sandringham Huall on Thursday
last, took ;‘1!?" today.

CERFMONIES AT SANXDRINGHAN,

The faneral eeremonios were commenced of
Sandringham Derish Church, where the body
bas Loen Iying since Saturday last upon s bed
of violets and lilios in a plain but bandsome
onk coffin made from wood ent near the
where the young prince died and fashioned in
the neighboring village.

The mourners during the singi
of the hymn, the music being beautifuliy -:s
softly rendered from the organ, were weeping
quietly as they struggled o repress the emotion
caused by the touching words.

TAKEN TO WINDSOR

At the conclusion of the cercmonies at S8and-
ringham the coflin was conveyed to Wolferton
station, whore a special train was in waiting to
convey the body to Windsor. The route from
Bundringham Church to Wolferton depot was
lined with erowds of people from the neighbor-
bood and from London, the male portion of
thas concourse respectfully raising their hats as
the body passed. It would be dificult to
lmagine 8 more simple funeral service in con-
nection with royalty than that witoessed st
Sandringbum this morning. The road to the
station was lined not by troovs or po but
by the school children of the neighborbood,
who wore large black crape rosettes upon their
left arms, and who presented a most nest and
uttractive appearance in spite of the badge of
wourniag tuey carried. The body was taken 1o
the station upon s gun carriage, like that of
auy officer of the armey, and the Prince of
Wales, accompanied by the Duke of Fife,
walked the whole distance, two miles, from the
little church to the ruilroad depot, directly be-
Lind the coftin.

The otber mourners followed the funersl
cortege in carriages. As the body passed om
its way to the station the school chilaren, ten-
ants, servants aud vilagers fell into line be-
Lind it and sccompanied the remasins to the
#pot where they were emmbarked upon tibe train.

The funeral cars passed the outskirts of Lon-
don at 2 o'clock p.m., the request for privacy,
made by the royal family, being everywhere
m‘r-cu-d in the most praseworthy degrod,

bile the train was conuyiu.‘tbuboz:
the duke to Windsor miuute guns were
from the war shy and forte throughout
Great Britain and Ireland, their dull, constant
booming announcing far and wide that the re-
mains of the unfortunate young prince were on
the way to their last resting piace.

In this city the stoves are
nearly ali partly closed, that is to say, those
baving the old-fashioned wooden shutters have
balf of them up and those having the steel
*blind” shutters bhave them drawn ball down.

SIGNS OF MOUKNING IN LONDOX.

All the cabmen and "bus drivers had bows of
black crape upon their whips and the majority
of the male portion of the population seen om
the streets wore crape badges, millitary fash-
ion, on their left arms.  Every flag was st half
mast and a pumber of them were draped with
crape or have crape streamers floating above
them. Many business houses closed for the
day and the fashionable West End stores fol-
lowed their example at noon.
