SIR MORRELL MACKENZIE DEAD,

The Eminent Physician Who Attended Em-
peror Frederick.

Bir Morrell Mackeuzie, the distinguished
English physician, whose serious illuess with
bronchitis was ennounced a few days ago, died
yesterday.

Bir Morrell Mackenzie was born in Leyton-
stone, Essex, in 1837, and was educated at the
London Hospital Medical College and in Paris
and Vienna. He founded {ke Hospitul for Dis-
eases of the Throat in Golden Square, London,
in 1863. In the same year he obtained the
Jacksonian prize from the Royal College of
Surgeons for au essay on diseases of the larynx.
He was soon afterward elected assistant physi-
cian to the London Hospital, becoming in due
course full physician, and was appomted lec-
turer on diseases ol the throat, xn appointment
he held to the time of his death. He was a
corresponding member of the Imperial Hoyal
Society of Physicians of Vienna and of the
Medical Society of Prague and an honorary
fellow of the American Laryngological Associa-
tion.

Dr. Mackenzie was the autbor of numerous
publications on laryngological subjects and in
particular of a systematic treatise in two vol-
umes ou “*Diseases of the Throat and Nose,”
which is acknowledged to be a standard work,
hoving been transalated into French snd Ger-
man and baving a very large circulation in
England and America. Dr. Mackenzie was
also the author of monographs on diphtheria
and hay fever and of an article on *‘Specialism
in Medicine,” which sppeared in the Fort-
nightly KReview in 1885 and which excited con-
siderable interest. Dr. Mackenzie was in at-
tendance on Frederick IIl, German emperor,
during the latter's last iliness,and was knmighted
in 1837. He published in 1883 “The Fatal 1ll-
ness of Frederick the Noble.” At the close of
that year he resigned his connection with the
College of Physicians. In 1889 he contributed
to the Contemporary Review some essays en-
titled *“The Voice in SBiuging and Speakiug.”

A Reward Offered for Thelr Arrest and Con-
viction,

Shortly after the explosion at Allegheny, Pa.,
yesterday the Allegheny police were notified
and Detectives Zimmerman, Korman, Steele
and Johnston were sent to the spot to investi-
gate.

All along the sympathy of the citizens of
Manchester and Woods ltun bas been with the
strikers, but yesterday morning’s affair wasuot
oniy regretted but condemned by the residents.
Expressions of censure were heard from all
sources, and while the strikers may not have
been instrumental in the matter yet it was con-
sidered bad for their cause.

The strikers had just adjourned when the re-
port was heard. ‘The assembly convened at
midnight and it was 4:30 s.m. when an adjourn-
ment was made. At the meeting relief money
was to the men.

The Trial of Walter Blackburn for Murder |

Began at Wilmington.

The trial of Walter Blackburn, a young mar-
ried man, on the charge of murdering his
brother-in-law, Edward H. Gardiner, aged
cight years, began at Wilmington, Del., vester-
day. The case isin some respectsa remark-
able one.

Some months previous to the death of the boy
he was inveigled into a freight car which stood
on the same siding where Lis body was found and
brutally treated by a rufian, who was sent to
jail for six months.

A jury was secured. Annie Gardiner, mother
of the d boy, detailed the finding of the
body. Blackburn banded the body cut to the
woman, who charged him with the 's death.
The prisoner made no reply.
