THE BERING SEA QUESTION,

Postponement of the First Session of the
Joint Comm ission.

A FEELING AT THE STATE DEPARTMEST THAT
ENGLAND I8 NHALF-NEAKTED IN HER DESTRE TO
EFFECT A BETTLAMEST — THE KLEMENT OF
CANADIAN RECIPROCITY.

The first session of the joint commission on
the Bering sea question, which was first plannea
for today, has been postponed until Tharsday
of this week. Tho meetings will be held st the
State Department. It is expected that they
will last several weeks, for each side has un-
doubtedly arrived at certain conclusions as to
the state of the sealing industry and it will be
& matter of more or less difficulty for the com- |
missioners to agree to a mutuel basis of fact,
for the two countries will rest their case largely
upon this presentation.

THE REAL IRSUE.

The real issue of the whole controversy, of
course, will be the question of the character of
Bering sea and of the seal fisheries as regards
the jurisdietion of the United States. The
former arguments made by Secretarv Blaine in
his correspondence with Lord Salisbury to
demonstrate that the United States has & juris-
diction there which eutitles the republic to
prevent the destruction of its property, the
scals, will undoubtedly be wade anow Lolore
the tribunal of arbitration, aud the other side
will no doubt oppose this contention with the
logic formerly utilized by the DLritish premier.
Upon the three neutral votes, then, will depend
the decision.

A TREATY MUST BE MADE.

The arbitrators cannot be designated without
a wreaty first being cntered into between the
two countries, and there is now some corre-
spondence going on between the State Depart-
ment here and the forcign office iu London in
regard to the termsof that instrument, There
is an evident disposition on the part of the
officials of the State Department to chafe over
the delave of Lord Salisbury in the matter.
The American draft of the treaty is all ready for
submission to the Scnate, and no step can
be taken until it has been ascertained that a
similar treaty will be ratified on the other side.
No such notification has vet been received,
though elaborate preparations were made a
few days ago to have Lord Salisbury’s assent to
the American draft cabled to Washington to
gave time.

. THE ENGLISH POLICY.

Meanwhile there has been no sign that the
promised renewal of the modus vivendi will be
confummated soon enough to prevent the Pa-
cific sealing fleet from fitting out for the wea-
son's work. There is a growing feeling here
that it is a part of the Britisk policy to force a
delay until so late a date that the issue of the
prociamation will avail little or nothing and a
repetition of last season’s difticulties will re-

t. The standard belie? is that the English
government is only half-hearted in its eflorts
to solve the problem and is trying to embarrass
the United States in evers possible way.

A NEW ELEMENT.

A new element has just entered intothe case,
though some will not acknowledge that it bas
any bearing. Thie is the question of reci-
procity with Canada, which seems to be com-
ing to a chmax just at present.

An Ottawa dispatch dated yesterdaysays that
8ir John Thompson, Hons. Geo. E. Foster and
Mackenzie Bowell left for Washington vester-
day afternoon bound on s mutusl trade mis-
sion.

They are coming, as the phrase goes, “on
their own hook,” and not on invitation from
here. It is not anticipated that they will ac-
complish any definite results, as there are evi-
dent tendencies on the part of Secretary Blaine
to discourage such negotiations with Canada.
The history of the efforts om the part of the
Canadiaus to secure reci trade relations
with the United States cannot be very encour-
aging to them, a8 it presents a rather monot-
onous record of postponements.

FROBABLE FATE OF CANADIAN RECIPROCITY.

It may be interesting to mote at this time
that Hou. George Foster, the Canadian minis-
ter of finance, 18 the same official who went
down into the West Indies with & hope of se-
curing a reciprocity agreement for Canada
He failed. is may not be a sigual for the
future of the present emterprise, but it is
being quoted freely in the State Des;r.t
ment, and it has a tendeney to €
the faith of the officials in the success
of the mission of the three Canadisus.
Just what bearing this latest move will have on
the Bering sea case is problematic, but it is felt
that the two commissions will undoubtedly
consultas to the program to be followed by
each. It is also felt that the postponement of
the initial mecting is partly due to the an-
nouncement that the reciprocity commis-
siopers were started south.

THE SPRINGER FREE-WOOL BILL,

MORE BODILS FOUND.,

The Work of Necovering Corpses From the
Hotel Boyal Kulus Goes On.

New Youx, Feb. 9.--At 2 o'clock this morn-
ing, when the workmen had been digging for
six hours in the ruins of the Hotel Koyal with-
out finding a body, there was not & curporal’s
guard of spectators.  They bad flocked to the
scene of the fire after the theaters and re-
mained until about 2 o'clock, when they loft.
The men worked bard in the rotunda, where
early in the eveniug a foot was discovered, but
uneartbed notbing more than a dilapidated

grand jpownpo, which bad crasbed down from
thie socoud noor.

MORE BODIES FOUND.
At 3 o'clock the eutire force was put to work
in the cellar under whnt was the drawing roum
and pear the elevator shaft and staircase. Am

hour aud a half later body number thirteen
was uncarthed. It was that of a woman with
dark bair, badly burued and utterly devoid of
clothing or jewelry by which identification
would be possibie.

At 4:35 a.m. the body of a man without both
legs and one arm, with the hawr burut off and
the fuce scorcbued beyond recoguition, was
taken vut from ke same place and pat
coflin No. 14.

At 5 o'clock a body was found which may be
identified. It was that of an extremely wells
formed woman, with & red and black plaid
shawl on her shioulders. The arms were burng
to & crisp, the lege were in o simulor condition,
while the face and meck were badaly scorched.
The body was put in box No. 15,

1t took about bhall an hour {rom the time No.
16 was discovered to remove the heavy tim
but the body was finuily taken out st 5:156 a.m.
It was that of & budiy churred woman, entirely
uaked, with bands wissing and legs below the
knees gone. The hend was small and the
feet, as near as could be judged, were regular
and handsome.
