BIG FIRE AT LAUREL

The Buildings of the Roller Mills Company
Entirely Destroyed This Morning.

A little after 2 o'clock this morning fire
broke out in the big roiler mills at Laurel, Md.,
the property of the Laurel lioller Mills Com-
pany. The population of the town turned ont
as & volunteer fire departmeut, but their efforts
to save the building were unsuccessful, though
they managed to prevent the flames from
reaching the adjoining buildings. The mill it-
self was completely destroyed, nothing being
left to show that there had ever been such a
structure there excepta ruined engine and a
badly damaged boiler., The origin of the fire
is uuknown.

Its Supervision is Transferred to Mr. Spauld-
ing at Mr. Nettleton’s Keguest.

The supervision of immigration affairs has
been transferred from Assisgaut Secretary Net-
tleton to Assistant Secretary Spaulding. The
change was e at the request of Mr. Nettle-
ten and may be only temporary. Before re-
linquishing that duty Mr. Nettleton wrote the
following explanatory letier to Commissioner
Weber at New York:

“On the 16th ultimo I addressed you a letter
which seemed to imply criticism of your of-
ficial course in landing certain classes of im-
migrants upon receiving the assurance of per-
sons or societies that they should wnot
become a public charge. That letter cor-
rectly stated the attitude of this department
on the main question referred to, which is that
whenever an immigrant is found upon inspec-
tion to be likely to become apu charge
he will not be landed because of any u‘nm-n
or oral mssurance of any person
society except upon distinct written -nlhoriu
tion of the Secretary of the Treasury. But
Your su nent oral explanations have con-
vinced me that we did not place the same con-
struction on certain language of your former
letter which farnished the busis of mine.

In your communicstion, after referring to
certain destitute alien immigrants who had
been landed by the authority of the superin-
tendeut of immigration at Washington upon
the guaranty of certain parties that they should
