Death of Mr. Zudok Willlama.

The venerable Mr. Zadok Williame died last
evening at the residence of his son, Joseph Z.
Williams, 1314 3d street southeast. Mr.
Williams had spent all the eighty-seven years
of his life in this city, and was familiar with ita
early history, retaining a remarkably clear
recollection of scenes and incidents of former
yeurs. DMr. Williams was born near Benning
February 15, 1805. His father, who served in
the war of 15812, ¢ame to this city from Prince
George's county, Md., in 1810, and located in
East Wasbington. In 1814, when the British
attacked this city, Mr. Williams remembered

well when Commodore Tingey had the
old Navy Yard bridge burned to kecp
the British from coming into the city.

He also gathered with an old colored man
many pieces of the old guns destroyed by the
British at the marine barracks and placed them
in an old lockup that stood near the navy vard
gate. When quite a vonng man he learned the
tuilor business under Mr. Jewell in George-
town and had made garments for many cele-
brated and distinguished persons of that day,
among them Mr. E. W. P. Custis of Arlington,
with whom he was personally acquainted.
He owned from time to time much property
in this section and slso owned the famous “race
course track.” purchased from the late Mr.
Thomas Blagden, aud sold it to the United
Btates government to form a part of the asy-
lum tract, reserving the original race track,
which he subsequently sold to private individ-
uals. He muarried in 1828 Miss Edney Ann
Denoon, by whom he had a large family. Two
sons and three danghters survive him-—Mr. Jo-
seph Z. Willinms, Mr. George Willinms, Mrs.
.Imwyh Grinder, Mre. Enoch M. Norris and Mrs.
M F. Bne—and many grandehildren and great
grandchildren. Mre. Wilkhams died in Jul ¥,
1853, wmnd he married a second time,
Miss  Mary Morton of Baltimore, Md., whko
died in July, 1886, and left no family.
Mr. Williams was up to a few years ago engaged
in business. He was a member of the Oldest
Inhabitants’ Society aud was the oldest parish-
ioner of Clrist Chereh, Fast Washington. The
funeral will take place tomorrow afternoon at
8 o'clock from the lute residence. The inter-
ment will be at Congressional cemetery.

Entitled to the Money.

Yesterday Chief Justice Bingham, in the
Court in General Term, reversed the decree of
the lower court in the case of James Waters,
his wife and others against W. Preston Wil-
lixmson and others. On March 30, 1859, Waters
was convicted of receiving stolen goods and
while in custody executed a deed for certain
property in Barry Farm to Wiiliamson and the
Iatter signed an sgreement to reconvey to
Waters on the payment of his fee. In Septem-
ber following Williamson conveyed the property
in trust to W. A. Kimmell to secure 550 to Wm.
Muyse. and the Waters filed a bill asking that
Willinmson be deereed to reconvey, bus this was
dismissed. In February, 1890, the present bill
was filed, charging frand and rescutation,
¢laiming that at the time he (W.) was under
duress and wsking that the deed of trust be
canceled and an injunction be granted enjoin-
ing sale thereunder and l::,swpuly be re-
leased.

AMERICAN ART AND LITERATURE.

An Enterprise That Intends to Encourage
Both in'a Private Theater.

A theatrical enterprise of a character entirely
new to this country is to be started in New
York.city in October. Its object is not to
make money, but to encourage play writing
and theatrical art generally. No play is to be
presented a second time and there is to be only
one performance & month during the season—
perhaps seven or eight performances daring
the year. The intention is to produce Ameri-
cau plays almost exclusively.

It is proposed to show the highest artistic

. merits of eack play regardless of cost. The

general public is not to be admitted. The
tickets are to be distributed among subscrib-

ers, who will make up the expenses of cach
performance. The Theater Livbre in Paris is
such an institution. Bo 18 the Independent
Theater in London. It was for years the pet
project of the lute Lawrence Barrett.

The present project is to be started in a very
modest way. he Berkeley Lyceum at 44:h
street and Madison avenune, it is understood,
is to be the new trial theater. The program
for the first performance in October is partly
arranged. Dr. Holmes has been asked to write
the prologue. It he declines. another as well
known as he will be asked to write it. Three
one-act plays will follow. The first is to be
“Contrast.” W. D. Howells has signed a con-
tract to write the second play. Frank Stockton
will write the third. Brander Matthews has
engaged to write the epilogue.

Frauklin H. Sargeant, deseribing the enter-
prise, said recently: *‘lhis undertaking is
wholly for the ‘tnrpm of encouraging art.
Nobody will make suny money outof it and
nobody wants to. The rich men who wiil back
it up and see it through financially will Le
called upon to pay rather heavily, perhiaps, but
they will get their return in witnessing per-
formances of an exceptiovally high character
as well as in the consciousness that they are
encouraging Amerienn art and letters. We
have not decideg wtat we will call our enter-
prise. The name ‘The ‘Iheater of Art
and Literature’ has been suggested among
others. We have now few regulur subscribers,
but we have received assurances which make
success certnin. The great theatrical mana-
gers, such as A. M. Puimer, Augustin Daly
and the Frohmans, are heart and soul in the
thing, fur it will enable them to judge of new
plays which they may produce afterward. One
plan is to encourage piay writiug by ordering
plays from playwrights-of sterling ability, pay-
ing for them for one production only, and that
the best that can be given. We will not sequire
any rights in a play alfter our first production.
The writer can then dispose of it as best he
may. We will also make a careful exmminu-
tion of such othdr American plays asare otfered
to us, no matter who writes them, and produce
such as come up to the standard without ex-
pense to the nuthor. We hope in this waa to
encourage young and talented writers.” The
Berkeley Lyceum will seat albout 500 persone.
What the thing may lead to in the far tutureis too
much to prophesy now, but if we are success-
fui we may have a great theater of our own
sowe day."”

AUSTRIAN FIREBUGS,

The
general feeling of uneasiness and insecurity
continues to grow and s great number of the
residents of the city bave employed private
watchmen to guard their property i
attempts to fire it.

Many people, among whom are some police
officials. believe that the incendiarism is not
80 much for the purpose of causing terror
among the upholders of law,as it is for the
purposes of robbery during the excite-
ment attending the firea, The police atevery
fire, no matter how slight, attend in force, and
& close watch is keptupon all the near-by build-
m%_n‘ to prevent thieves from robbing them.

THE TENNESSEE DERBY.

Tom Elliott Wins the Event in Good Time for
a Heavy Track.

The spring meeting of the Memphis Jockey
Club opened yesterday. The track was ankle
deep in mud. The event of the day, the Ten-
neseee derby, was won by J. M. Brown's bay
colt, Tom Elliott, by Luke Blackburn, in 2.083{,
which was good time for the day.

It was evident as soon as the Corrigan entry
appesred on the track thiat the two horses had
been overtrained. Phil Dwyer looked the pink
of perfection, but his step denoted too much
training on a lumpy track. Little Billy and
Tom Elliott, frisky as kittens, cantered by the
grand stand, and a few minutes after the Cor-
rigan horses appeared, looking fine, and were
a‘;parently pleased with the mund. Jim Mur-
phy, upon whom a lot of money had been
placed, came out last, and the five racers were
given as rousing n cheer as 8,000 shivering peo-
ple eould well put np as they went to the post.

As the horn sounded, odds were: Jim Mur-
phy, 8 to 1; Tom Elliott and Little Billy
(Brown's entry), 3 to 2; Phil Dwyer and Lew
Weir Corrigan’s entry). 7 to 10. Britton, with
his usunl tactics, kept Tom Elliott hugging the
rail and bad his horse's nose in front when
Sheridan let them go. Jim Murphy was sec-
ond, but only by a nose, for Little Billy was
anxious to be at the side of his companion and
was pushing ahead. Corrigan’s horses were
close up aud made a fine bunch as they came to
the stand, In sing the stand Little Billy
had passed both Elliott and Murphy and was
smelling clear air for the stuff; Murphy was
third, with Corrigan’s horses no better off than
when they started.

At the quarter Little Billy had increased his
lead to half alength and his stock went up.
