The Riggs Bank property was worth sbout

0i0 per foot, he thought, and the
opposite property about the same.

were largely brought about by s ial advan-
tages in especial localities. The ow rates had
brought much capital to the city and he knew
two of the presentassessorsandconsideredthem
thoroughly correct, honest men. Property in
the city was assessed at more than one-third of
its value.

The next witness was Mr. Chas. H. Cragin

who testified that he was a lawyer and had had
considerable experience in various court saes
of property. He had also himself made a
number of sales lately, acting as trustee.
In answer to questions he expressed it
as his opinion that in the poorer sections of
the city the proportion of assessment was
larger than on F street and in other localities.
He considered that East Washington values
had increased in the last few years to a
very considerable extent. Referring to the
sale of the property at the northwest corner of
11th and F streets he said that he considered
065 a foot entirely too high a price. In answer
to Mr. Johnson as to what he considered should
be the interpretation of the law in re-
gard to values he replied that he thought it
meant what property would bring at any times
under adverse circumstances. Mr. Warner
asked the witness If he knew the present as-lessors and what his opinion of thom was. Mr.
Cragin replied that he knew them and consid-
ered them eminently qualile and honorable
men.

Mr. George Truesdell was the next witness

and in answer to Mr. Warner's questions testi-
fied that he had had considerable experience
In suburban property. There had been
a groat rise lately in suburban pries.
Mr. Trueedell testified that he pai 00N
an acre for the Eckington property, and that
the highest price per acre for which it had been
sold was about 321.000. It was assesse
thought, at about 10 cents a feet.
The increase in the prices of theproperty, he thought, was almost en-
tirely due to the improvements which had
been made in the way of paving, rapid transit,
sewers. &c. About 8500,000 had been spent In
th way. In answer to other questions he
said that he thought there were some in-
equalities in the -----m=nt which were due
largely to rapid increases In value in par-
ticular sections. If property were uniformlyassessed he thought equiatlonn would come
when unnatural vibrations in prices ceased.
The assessments heretofore had been made at
timnes by incompetent men. Mr. Warner asked
If Mr. Truesdell was acquainted with theprs
ent board of assessors. Mr. Truesdellreld
that he knew two of them and that he os-
ered them men of high character and weli
qualified for their positions.
