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Thers is complaint ali over the country of
fnequalities in tax assessments. Such inequal-
fties undoubtedly exist in Washington, In
order that the assessors shall not tax some eiti-
sens proportionately too high and others pro-
portionately too low it is necessary thai they
apply the same standard of valuation inbelli-
gently, impartially, and with sufficient
frequency to keep pace with great changes,
%o all property in all parts of the eity.
Itis of Do consequence that the standard of
waluation is low, provided it is nniformly ap-
plied. A just assessment depends almost en-
tirely apon the character and ability of the &s-
sessors, A mere change in the staundard,
without improvement in assessors, las
little tendency to correct inequalitios
If sach & change ia of a character
to add to the confusion and uncertsinty of
guess-work estimates required of the assessors,
it may even eniarge the evil of these inequal-
itiea,

At present the assessors estimate the selling
valae of property under certain conditions. In
order avowedly to give them a more certain
standard, it is proposed that the rental value
shall be substituted as the basis of assess-
ment. DBut an examination of the plan as
outlined before the rssessment committee
does mot disclose that the assessors’ task
will be more simple, easy and certain.
It is pot the actual rental value of any piece of
property which is to determine its assessinent,
bat the average rental value of the property in
jta immediate peighborhood. Unimproved
land is assessed not on the basia of the
ground rent which it actually brings, or
wonld Dbring if rented, but on the
basis of the rent which the assessor guesses
that it would bring, *if improved with improve-
meats of a value equal to the average value of
the improvements in its immediate neighbor-
bhood™ Improved rented property is not
sasessed on the Dbasis of the rent actually re-
ceived, but on the same Dbasis of
the average rental vailue of the bpeigh-
borhood, if the latter were built up solidly with
the average house of the mneighborhood,
said imaginary bouse being an average doubt-
less between the existing houses and the lack
of houses on the unimproved lots of the neigh-
borhood. The assessor’s first duty would be
apparently to construe the words “immediate
meighborhood.” How much is he to inclade in
his average of values. & half-block, a block,
the two sides a street in different blocks? Hav-
ing decided what ‘“neighborhood™ means, he
is to remove from his mind every prejudice
concerning taxable values which the actual
selling or rental value of the property assessed
might create, he is to disregard entirely
these actual and existing values and

in imsagination to build up
the “neighborhood” with buildings not exactly
the same as any of the existing structures but
llimngsol all of them, and then he is to fix
s rental value npon this imaginary house and
lot and assess all the lots In the “meighbor-
hood,” improved, partly improved, or unim-
proved, at the same rate.

This ia rather & complicated operation for
the ordinary assessor, invoiving asevere strain
upon the powers of the imagination, as well as
upon the faculties exercised in the processes of
higher mathematics, and obviously where
there is s0 wuch guesswork in dealing
with the imaginary there will be
even greater room than al present
for inequalities of sssessment. A correspom-
dent suggests elsewhere in this paper thatan
sssessor’s pay under this system cught not to
be reduced as proposed. He is clearly right.
If the are to an imaginary in-
stend of an sctual city. they ought to have extra
pay for the demands upon their imagination,
first-class work in this field ranking higher in
public appreciation than mere routine
sssessment of the tangible and visible,

This plan is clearly a march around Robin
Heod's barn to get to Henry George's single
tax. If an sssessor is to imagine buildings
upon onimproved property for assersment pur-
poses, why can he not imagine the existence of
von-existent land as well as bmildings, also for
assdbsment purposes. Why may he not assess
one who owns no real estate on an imaginary
lot and an imaginary house, as logically as he
adscoses & lot owner on un imaginary house
supposed to be erected upon it?
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The DBritish government seems to be uneasy
lest the people of the United States should
capture ils paval reserve. The bill that
passed the Honse. and will pass the Senate,
admitting to American registry vessels, under
certain conditions resulting in the gainof high-
¢lass ships, useful now in commerce and doubly
useful in time of war, will have the effect to
deprive the Pritish trade of some very flae
steamships and the PEritish naval reserve of
much of its available force.
