suthorized as a joint committee to econduct
such celebration on the 19th day of September,
A. D. 1892,

This bill was introduced in the Semnate by
Senator Hiscock and in the House by Mr. Little
of New York city on March 30, it has been
reportgd favorably in the Senate, but no action
has been had upon it in the House. There is
probably not a member at either end of the
Capitol who would object to unanimous con-
sent being given to its immediate consideration
and passage, ns nothing but patriotic and na-
tional impulses are appealed to in asking for ite
passage.
