They returned to thehaspitl, where
the witneese. appeared and mad tatire-b
ments.

THE Doc1One' TNTsmoHT.
Dr. J. Karr testifed Tet he det saw the

patient between 9 and 10 o'clock yesterday
morning. He was suffering from shok and
collapse. the result of the severe bura. His
condition was serious when witness Arst saw
him, and his death resulted from the burns and
scalds.
Dr. Heineeke testified that when the patient

was brought to the hospital he was able talk.
Witness could not say that the man was under
the influence ofa narcotic. edid not think that
the burns could have been received by throw-
ing water on his clothing.Dr. Karr was recalled and he told of the

tient's statement to him. Mr. Freeman said
fell into the pit and when he found himself

submaerged be caught hold of a pipe and ex-
tricated himself, calling for as-i.tane all the
time. There was no blistering above the thigh.
When questioned witness described how, in his
opinion, the bruises and scalds were received.
Witness said that the deceased did not die di-
rectly from the shock, but that eoagestiam of
the brain was the immediate *an and it re-
sulted from the accident.

Jeremiah Gibson, colored, testified that he

was at the stable opposite the power house
when his attention was attracted by a man

running, and be also heard the screams of the
man. When witness got there the man had
gotten out of the pool and he said: "For
God's sake help me: I am scalded to death."
Witness .aid be took hold of the man and be
was so hot that he burned witness' arm. He
walked a few feet and then
Witness was questioned as tot temperature

of the water and he said: "I put my hand in it
and it burned me. It was hot enough to scald
a bog and it's evidently known that it would
scald a man." Witness said that the water was
about ten feet deep.

PHUT! A. RAN's sTOaT.
Philip A. Ryan testified that he was sending

on Pennsylvania avenue when he heard screams
five or six times. He said there wae nothing
about there to warn him of danger, and he
ran over the hole through which Mr. Freeman
had Pallen. Witness described how the man
was found on the door where he had crawled
from the pool, and told of his removal to the
hospital. The witness said that the man's
clothes and body were hot. The man said that
there was nothing to warn him of danger, and
being able to swim he reached the side of the
pool and climbed out by taking hold of the
pipe. Witness said it was well known that a
man who can swim can h his head and
shoulder" out of water, and that's how he ac-
counted for the unfortunate man's face not
being burned.

consonouArrE TnrnsowT.
W. D. McGlvern, who was with Mr. Ryan

that morning, gave similar testimony. One of
the men there, he said, found the dead man's
hat Boating in the water.
George Q. Acton. another member of the

same party. was called. and he corroborated
what his companions said. He said that some
trouble was experienced in locating the man,
which was done by his cry of "Oh, my God!"
When found he was lying on the deer with his
feet near the pool and his hat was Seating on
the water.

TInas wAs No lie".
Joseph Ardigo gave shmilar testimony, as did

J. H. Jones. The latter heard cries of help and
be ran to the power house, thinking some one
was murdering the watchman. There was no
light there and witness furnished some matches.
In the meantime a colored man with a lantern
reached there and then they found the man.
He said he saw no barricade there that might
nor did he see any light. After returning from
the hospital there was no covering on the hole,
for he went there and examined it. For a dis-
tance of twenty-fve or thirty feet nerth of C
street he said the pavement was perfectly clear
and beyond that was the corrugated iron and
crosspieces put in to hold the concrete.

Jas. McLaughlin. who was with Jones. gave
corroborative testimony. He was one of the
first persons to reach there, and the man said:
"For God's eake do something for me." When
witness took hold of the man's tromsers he
found them so hot that he had to let go. Wit-
ne-s asked the man how he got in there, and be
replied: "I was coming along the street and
fell in."

TE wATCENas's rAT1i T.
J. R. iiley, watchman at the building, testi-

fed that he was on the other side of the build-
ing when he heard cries of "help." Witness
sail that there was a gangway through whi' h
the man may have gone into tlae build*n, and
near it was another catchpool of warm water.
He raid it was ery hot in there and it is a very
dang' -ous place. Witnems could not may how
"What was the condition of the apprnach to

the ho'le where he in. supposed to have gone in?"
a'.ked the coroner.

No ('oVarL'o To Tgg gOtg.
IWitness said that all the hoses with one ex-
ception were covered and that was the one
where the pool was. That, he thought, was left
olen because there isa pipe running through It
and also because of the light obtained thereby.
IThere was. n->tbing there to warn pedestrians of
the hole. Witness noticed no pile of lumber on
the sidewalk there. for if there had beau he

woudhveuta lghton t.The'ewas asll
pil of roken t'rick on the eidewslk. The
street lamps were lighted, but the company bad
no lights out there becase there was no ob-etruction.
Mver Fisher testified that ho was sitting at

hi. front door on E street and he heard four
dis.tincet calls for help. When he reached the
power house be saw the steam and so he did not
go in.

He was on
Iduty watching the Era and keeping people out of
the builduag. He heard the man's scram and he
thonught some of the employss were calling for
tools. When he reached the seen. of the accident
the man had been taken out. Witnese said ta
he had put a lantern on a pile of brieks en the
street not far from the hole.

house building, was called to tell of the condi-
tion of the street and sidewalk the might before
the accident happened.
