with them an invitation for the Pythians in this

ASSAULTS AND TRETTS.

Prisoners 14he Had to Answer to These
('bargee Before Judge BuMs.

Thirty-nine prisomer. answered roll call at
the Police Court this morning and these
pugilistically inclined as well as these of the
light-fingered gentry had to go upstairs and ap-
i ear before Judge Mills for trial. David Active
and John Carter, Georgetown colored men,
were first to appear for trial John (nrter was
arraigned for assaulting a girl named
Margaret Herbert and he plead guilty.

"1 met him on the street and he streck ae,"
was Margaret's statement.
"What have Sou to say about it?' the court

inquired.
"Thats so," was all he had to say.
"Ten dollars or sixty days," concluded the

court.
Carter and Active were then tried for engag-

ing in a street fight. Policeman Passedo ar-
rested the men, and Albert Stall' an eye-
witness, described the fight. For this offense
they were fined $5 each or fifteen days in jail.

Yes I'm guilty." responded a negro named
Nathan Ashton. who was accused of having
made threats toward Annie Young. "You can
give *100 real estate security," said the judge,
"or go down for thirty days."
A white skirt. the property of Rennie Story,

was what Rose Ambush was accused of havin~g
stolen. Rose denied the charge, but the proof
wan against her and the skirt was produced in
c:rt. The judge held her guilty and imposed
a fine of *10 or sixty days.
Harry Childs was called to answer a charge

of having assaulted Carl Eskridge. but as he did
nut respond his collater:l,:5, was forfeited.
John Sherman appeaed because he could not

do otherwise. He did not have sufficient cash
capital to deposit collateral and consequently
he had to appear in the regular procession.
Assaulting Policeman G. W. Mason was the
charge against him, and he plead guilty. Only
a tecinical assault was claimed, and the penaltyituposed was only $5 or fifteen days.

Wiiiiam Robertson was another unfortunate
whose appearance in the dock was a matter of
necessity. Striking James Jones was the
charge against him, and he was fined 010 or
sixty days.

IT wAs NOT A NEisANcL
For some time past it has been the habit of

the garbage contractor to take all garbage down
the river and deposit it at Shepherd's landing,
where the farmers thereabouts could utilize it
as a fertilizer.

Recently the Commissioners received several
protests from residents in that locality claiming
that the landing of garbage at that place was a
nuisance and threatened the health of the resi-
dents. The sanitary inspectors were sent to
investigate the matter, and as their report
deniee.the existence of a nuisance the Commis-sionerd have. upon the advice of the health
officer. granted permission to the contractor to
deliver to a limited number of persons on the
low grounds small quantities of garbage for
fertilizir.g purposes so long as nuisances
injurious to health are not created.

THE SANITARY INSPEC'ORS.
In reference to the inquiry of the Commis-

sioners as to the propriety of employing ten
sanitary inspectors for one month from Septem-
her 10. to be paid from the emergency fund, the
first controller, in his opinion rendered to-day,
holds that if, in the opinion of the Commis-
sioners, there is or shall be on the 10th day of
September such reasonable fear of an approach-
ing pestilence as to require the employment of
the inspectors, his office will not interfere with
the Commissioner's discretion in employing
them.

To G'AED AOAIrsT CHOLERA.

Commissioners urging that proper steps be
taken to prevent the spread of cholera should
it make its appearance in this country.
