New Yomx, Aug. 81.—George William Curtis
died a% 2:30 o'clock this morning at his home at
Livingston, Staten Island. He was consclous
at the end and suffered no pain. Dr.'Frank G.
Curtis, his son, was in attendance, and Mre. and
Miss Curtis were present.

ME. CURTIS' ILLNESS.

Mr. Curtis became ill about two months ago,
when he began to complain of paine in the ab-
domen. Dr. Janeway was called, and he, in

At the request of Mrs. Curtis it was decided
early last week to adopt homeopathic treat-
ment, and Dr. was called, From that
time 5!1-. Curtis suffered little or no pain, and
du the last days he seemed perfectly com-
fortable. The swelling did wot diminish, but
his family were hopeful, being much
enco by the cessation of the pain. His
condition was not thought to be by any means
critical. But three days sgo Mr. Curtis began
to gink rapidly. The pain did not recur, how-
ever, and until the end he scemed able to recog-
nize those at his bedside.

THE FUNERAL.

The funeral services will be beld on Friday
morning at the Curtis residence and they will
be private.

Greorge William COurtis was born at Provi-

dence, R. 1., on February 24, 1824, After at-

tending school in Jamaica Plains, Mase.,
