THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS AT WOURK.
The public echools of Alexandria have now
begun their work with full school rooms. The
Alexandria schools are in operatioy sooner than

indeed earlier than most places in the Union,
For Alexandria gets more for the money it lays
out for schools than any eity in the TUxzion.
