NEARLY A DISASTER.

The Servia Comes Z\rnl' Runuln‘ Down =&
Vessel In a Fog.

The Cunard steamer Servia, Capt. Dutton.

from New York September 8 for Liverpool, ar-

rived at Queenstown yesterday morning. The

| captain reports that 3 a.m. on the 6th instant,

while i longitude 55 degrees west and while the

vessel was going at a dead slow rate of speed
owing to the prevalence of a dense fog, the
lookout suddenly espied the dim oatlines of o
=ailing vessel just shead. The signal to revese
the steamer’'s engines wae iustantly given, and
a8 quickly obeyed, but the two vessels were so
close to ench other before their proximity was

discovered that it was impossible to check even
the slight speed at which the steamer was run-+
ning at the time before they had come togeiher.
The eailing vessel was the ship Undaunted,
Capt. Lewis, which sailed from Shiclds ou July
31 for New York, and passed the Lizard on
August 7. Ilu:ug to the moderate speed at
which the Servia was proceeding the shock of
the collision was rather slight, the hull of the
suiling vessel received a sliding blow. The
ofticers of (he Servia eucceeded in bringing the
steamer to & full stop in & very short while, and
at once set about the work of finding out the
wdentity of the sailing vessel und if she had re-
ceived much damage _!{v:ho collision and was
in need of assistance. Servia remeined cn
the spot for three hours, and after much difi-
eulty, owing to the dense fog, was enubled to
communicate with the captain of the Undaunted,
who. much to the relief of those on board of the
Servia, reported that the ship had not been
damaged und that no assistance was required.
An examination which was started on the
Servis immedintely after the collision revealed
the fact that the steamer had also escaped un-
Lilml.xt-ti
The imypact of the two vessels was so slight
that most of the passengers on the Bervia, who
were asleep at the time, were not aware that
anvthing unusual bad hm-] ened. Ounly a few
of them were aroused from their slumbers by
the bustle of the crew us they hurriedly re-
sponded to the orders given by the officars.
Several of the passengers had curlosity enough
to dress themselves and come on deck to di-
cover the cause of the commotion, but their
aniiety was soon allaved when they found that
there wis not the slightest danger to be feared.
The fog continued for two dave and the
steamer had to proceed very slowly and cau-
tiousely.

THE TRIP TO FIRE ISLAND.

A dispatch from Fire Islund says: “The first
news of the Cepheus had beeu received a little
after 5 o'clock in the afternoon, when a dis-
patch came to band u: the iron steamboat
was off Point d.ookout with 267 cabin rg.un
gers on board. This was a great surp d
annoyance to Mr. Wilson, president of the
board of health, who had sent

orders to have the Cepheus arrive at I'ire d
a8 near noon as possible, and in no event to
leave quarantine later than the noon hour. Mr.

Wilson had alrendy arranged with Capt. Charles

Wickes of Fire d life-saving station to
pilot the Cepheus ucross the bar.

PROTESTS PROM LONG 1SLAND,

The sale of kire lsland to the state for quar-
antine purpusus created a great hubbub among
the people of the towns of Islip and Babylon on
Long Island, who prediet all kinds of dire
calamities as the result of landing passengers
from vessels infected with cholera upon the
beach. Saturduy night after the news was re-
ceived that Gov. Flower had given orders to buy

Islip, in which Fire Island is, called a mans
mnl'ing of citizens of the sown to protest
ugainst the landing of passengers at any place
within the town jurisdiction. Suffolk hnll,
where the meeting was held, was crowded when
Supervisor W. H. Young, the president of the
board of bealth, called it to order.

Speeches were made by mauy prominent resi-
dents, who denounced the proposed use of the
island, predicting great injury to the pro eriﬂ
adjoiniug and the ruin of the oveter and fis
industries of the great®outh bay. A committee

consiating of Supervisor Young, Justice Clerks
Stodley O'Drien and Howell, Dr. W. A, Baker
and J. K. Gilbert, constituting a board of

health, was appointed to go to Fire Island with
twenty deputy constables to protest against the
use of the island for quarantine purposes and

resist the landing of passengers, They left in
smilboats late at night, arriving there in the
morning. The deputies were placed on guard

when President Charles G. Wilson and Dr.
Cyrus Edson of the New York board of health,
who hed comé to  Bubylon by a special train,
iamved in a sailboat at 3 o'clock in the morn-
ng.

They were quickly surrounded by the dep—
uties, who made demoustrations ug.uunt D. 8
8. Sammis, owner of Fire Islaud, making all
kinds of threats against him for selling it.
President Wilson informed Mr. Sammis that
Gov. Flower had authorized the purchese for
$210,000, aud that he had a certified check for
#30,000 1o pay as soon ns the ‘T8 Were
signed. Mr. Sammis then turn t over to
President Wilson, as the representative of
Health Ofticer Jenkins, all the guests and most
of the servants having left during the after-
nvon. When President Wilson appeared after
breakfast the board of health and a hundred
others from the mainland, the crowd, mostly
boys and men, made angry demonstrutions,
using threats against the state, Mr. Bammis
and everybody concerned. Coroner W. H,
.\lllnore of Bay Shore continually harangued
them.

At 11 o'clock President Wilson met the board
of health, expinined all the circumstances of
the purchase and the intended use of the island.
supervisor Young und Dr. Baker stated that it
would ruin property and industries, endanger
the health of the adjoining communities, and
usserted that the local board of jurisdiction was
paramount to the state board aud would resiat
any attempt to land passengers.

LAWLEAS AND RECKLESS.

The men from Islip and other point. on the
main shore decided to bid deflance both to the
bidding of Gov. Flower and the instructions of
the state board of Lealth. They seem to have
become utterly lawless as well as reckless. As
it grew dark men who had been concealed in
the shadows of the outbuildings began to move
about more freely, as il thev were certain of
concenling their identity. Pickets were posted
and a regular system of signals was arranged.
There wns no telling the exact nnmber of men
thus en d on the island, but there certaiuly
conld not have been fewer than fifty, aud there
may bave been double that number.

A taste of the temper and cuoning of these
fellows had already been afforded President
Wilson and his aseociates. A search bein
deemed advisable piles of inhammable materi-
als had been found heaped upagainst eitherend
of the ramshackle bhotel, which, if lighted,
would have destroved the building in o very
short time, for, being old and dry, it would
burn like tinder. When the machination of
the men was fully understood Mr. Wilson

romptly divided his nssociates of the health
Se; artment and the newspaper men into
watches of six men each, who would patrol the
buildirg thronghout the night, each watch do-
ing duty three hours at n stretch. Even Pres-
ident Wilson stood his turn, and when this
arrangement was effected all handa felt more
comfortable.

it into two parts, each of which outw
upou the tracks, while the roof of the car lodged
on the top of the locomotive. recoil of the
locomotive drove the heavily loaded freightcars
backward, and although the two cara nearest
the engine, which were a refrigerator and =
Barton stock car, were not injured, the ten or
twelve cars behind them were smashed into
kindling wood. Severul of these were loaded
with lamber and this wes strewn all along the
track. The cars were piled upon one another
in indescribable counfusion, oomplﬂlly bloek-
ing both tracks for fully 100 yurds. As woom us
the necident occurred word was dispatched by
telephone to the various police stations in Bos-
ton, Somerville and Cambridge, saking them to
send surgeons to the scene.  Among those who

uickly respunded were Drs. McCarthy and

wyer of Cambridge. The train dispatcher's
office in Boston was notified at ouce. Bupt.
Adams was quickly on band and gave instrue-
tions to have all the medical assistance available
sent by a special train.
