There was very cold weather when Col. Har-

rison was at Nashville. Mr. Richard I. timock
tells this story to show Col. Harrison'. intereet
in his troops:
"We were camped near Nashville, and. as all

who were there at the time remember, it was
one ofthe coldest winters on record. I remem-
ber thatduring one of the cold nights I was on
picket and I saw a maa approaching from the
direction of the omoers' quarter. I halted
him. and when he gave the countersign and ad-
vanced Isew it was (en. (then coL) Harrison.
He had a large can iled with hot coffee, and
when I asked has what he was doing he said
that he was afraid that some of the packcetwould freeze to death, and he knew some hot
coffee would help the men to keep alive. He
was the meest welcomo visitor I ever met, for I
really believe I would have frosen before
morning had not the sofee been brought.After leaving se the general passed on to all
the offer pickets to cheer them up with the
beve ge. His met was one of kindness. The
men on duty were nearly all from his regiment
and his personal friendship for them indaced
him to get up out of his comfortable quartersat dead of night, prepare that eoffee and bringit to us."
N. G. McLain, who lost his right arm while

following (en. Harrison's lead, sas of him:
"He was a very sympathetic man. When-

ever a soldier was hurt in the discharge of his
duty none was readier to efer sympathy than
he. He always looked after tae wel of his
regiment with scrupulous care. He never west
to bed at night without knowing that the bowe
were to have as good a breakfast as could se
secured in the morning. You may rest ass red
that these were farors that were ated."
The general seems to have practically

sympathetic under distressing circuamstances,
for Fred Hummell, who was in Gen. Harrises'
brigade, says:

"I believe it was twenty-four years ago that
Dr. Jones and myself found hom alone taking
care of the poor wounded boys of his regimentthat suffered so severely that day. With
his coat of and his sleeves rolled up he worked
far after midnight until every wounded man
was attended to. This humane act of his will,
perhaps, never be written in history. but it
made a lifelong impressioe on my mind of his
superior goodness and huidanity, seldoms found
in men of hi position and sank. God bless
him!"

AN ACT O KrDIr
Mr. Arthur Deeter telle sa interesting story.

He met (lea. Harrison lmmediately after the
battle of Nashville. Deeter was lying in a
fence corner, having been pieroed by a ball
from the enemy. An edcer se along and,
seeing his condition, gave him a blanket to
make him as oemforteble as He asked
him how badly he was hurt and ster tld
him. The o oer said: "Thne ye will be sent
I. the ho .ital, you will need .n mssyhere' 'e ,*aa hand bdd ewe a ms.sI
"Who arejou?* inquired Denter. "I am BeniHarrisen. The wounded ma wese taken te
the hoepsital and reeovured. Afterward he
participated in the Atlanta amspaign and was
again wounded. Be never forget Harrim's
kindness He was in Idian-polIs a few year
ago and went into Senator H risenmos and
handed him US, saying, "I ode you USt"
And be proceeded to narrate the cimmease
that occurred at Nashville. Harrison recalled
the inoident and greeted him warmly. "Yea
don't owe me a ent; ye k the money. I
will not have it, I dad ye a and m
amply repaid by seing yea stl alive."
