BRAVE MEN HONORED.

Herolsm Officially Recognized by the Secre-
tary of the Navy.

AN ORDER ISSUED THANKING THOSE WHO AIDED
IN PRESEEVING GOVERNMENT PROPERTY AND
PREVENTING FURTHER LOSS OF LIFE AFTER THE
EXPLOSION AT MARE ISLAND LAST JUNE.

The Navy Department is quick to recognige
courage and bravery on the part of 1ts officers
or sallors and delights in pub'ishing to the
world conspicuous acts of daring or fidelity to
duty by members of the service,

Secretary Tracy has published the following
in general orders:

General Order No. 401,

Navy DeparTuMENT,
Wasarxarox, September 27, 1892,
On the morning of the 13th of June last, by
the accidental explosion of ammunition in the
building known as the shell house at the naval
magazine, navy yard, Mare Island, Cal., where
a number of ‘men belonging to the U. 8. 8.
Boston were engaged in preparing shell for
that vessel, twelve persons were instantly killed
and several others more or less injured.

+ When it is considered that the explosion re-
ferred to had scatiered burning fragments
upon the roof of the shell house and about the
building, that there was imminent danger of
fire therefrom reaching the magazine near by,
which contained a large quantity of powder,
and that greater disaster waa liable to ensue,
the department is deeply impressed with the
¢ us conduct of those who promptly ap-
proached the building and by well-directed and
mtﬂm effort succeeded in preventing
er loss of life and rropert .

In view of the above facts it gdumed proper
that & public acknowledgment be made of the
important service rendered by officers and en-
listed men of the navy, employes of the navy
yard and others on that occasion.

then captain of yard, who was early at the
scene of dieaster, mounted the burning roof of
the sheil house and directed the movements of

INCREASING THE NAVY.

Proposals Asked for Two New Vessels and
the Conditlons Required.

The Navy Department has published the fol-
lowing deseription and conditions for the guid-
ance of bidders for the conmstruction, by con-
tract, for the United States navy, of two ves-
sels, exclusive of armament, and including
equipment, except anchors and chains, which |
vessele are, for the purposes of this advertise-
ment, designated as follows: One seagoing bat-
tle ship of about 9,000 tons displacement and
one armored cruiser of about 8,000 tons dis-
placement.

Baid vessels are to be constructed in sccord-
ance with the requirements of the actof July
19, 1892, viz: That “in the construction of said
vessels all the provisions of the nct of August 3,
1886, entitled ‘An act to increase the naval es-
tablishment,’ as to materials for ssid vessels,
