Legal counsel have been con-
sulted and it is very probable that an injunction
will be sought to prevent the trustees from car-
rying out their present intentions.

It is said that the trustees deny that lot for
lot was ever promised, and that they declare
that only in the case of the unknown dead are
the remains of more than one person interred
in one grave. They also claim. it is said. that
the cost of the removal of the dead and the pur-chase of new burial sites will exceed the amount
which the old cemetery will bring. The tru,-
tees deny that there is any real estate specula-tion in the movement. and assert that most of
the lot owners are perfectly satisfied with their
action in the matter.
The cemetery was incorporated by the mem-

bers of the old Ebenezer Methodist Church in
IRM, and has been in constant use since then
till within the past six months. But the rate
allowed by the charter of the institution to be
charged for interments did not pay the ex-
panses of kieping up the cemetery, and hence
the passage of the bill allowing the removal of
the dead who had been buried there, about
3,000 in all. So far about fifty bedies have
been removed. and it it thought that with the
force of a dozen laborers that are now employed
on the work the whole of the disintermente can
be made in the next three months.

THE CASE OF SCHNEIDEL

The Meced In His Appeal Case Now Before
the General Tern.

Shotuld thi, be-
lief prove welt grounded Schneider's last legal
hope will have been swept away, for under the
deciions of the United States Supreme Court in
the Heaw hand Croei cases there is no nppeal to
that court from the Supreme Court of the Dis-
trict in such cate". The condemned man onlv
hope, then, in the event of an adter-e deci,ion
by the Court in General Term, would be that of
executive clemency.

A VETERAN'S EPERIENCE.
He Visits the Battleflel and Priese That

He Knew During the War.
One of the veterans who attended the G. A.

B. encampment was George H. Mills of Wor-
cester, Muam., who served during the war in the
36th Massachusetta. After the encampment he
visited the battlefields in the vicinity of Peters-
burg and Richmond, where twenty-eight years
ago he hail erved as a soldier. He had a sin-
gular experience at Cold Harbor in the penin-
sula, where he staved only one night. He then
had an attack of chills and fever, which he was
familiar with tweatv-eightyears ago when in that
locality, but which he had not been troubled
with sines. He visited the jail in Petersburg,Vo., where he was ennflned after being cap-tured near Hatcher's Run, October 4, 1864.
Subsequently he was taken to Libby prison.but escaped October 9 by slipping in the ranks
of the sick squad as it passed out uf the jail.Mr. Mills has still a small tin cup which he
made himself while stationed in front of Fred-ericksburg in 1862. and which he carried all
through the war. This relic is *omewhat bat-
tered. but is still capable of service. He has a
number of relics in the shape of battered bul-
lets which he picked up oqi, the battlefields he
visited.
