WHAT LIEUT. McDONALD SAYS.

A Canadlan Officer Dismissed for Favoring
Annexation to the United States.

THE CONGREGATIONALISTS.
Triennial Council of the Church Opened at
Minneapolls,

Mixsearorrs, Mrsx,, Oct. 12.—The triennial
congregational couneil meets in this eity today
and promises to be the largest cver known. The
New England contingent will be very heavy,
while the interior and western states send dele-
gates in numerots numbers.  ‘The membership
in the south is now large and increaging, and
among the delegates to the council will be quite
a number of colored mer,

One of the reports to be considered is that of
the sccretary. It shows that the number of
churches s now 5,000, with  net gain of 417, The
membership of the church is now 525,000,  Illi-
nois gained most - 4,892 members.  There were
28,544 infant baptisms. There are now 2,944
voung people’s societies with 145,100 members.
The benevolent contributions in the three years
were £7,115,073, an_ aversge per member per
annum of £13.556. It wask un increase over the
previons trienninm  of #1,138,500. The home
expenditures have reached a total of £18,-
920,790,

The American Iome Missionary Society
report khows that in 189F the whole number of
Congregational churches in states and terri-
tories wus 3,202, The receipts last vear were
£635,180, against twenty vears ago of £340,623.
Themembership of the Sunday echoolsin connec-
tion with these churches is 154,722, The average
annual expense of the society per missionary is
2341, There are 961 missionaries, of which 191
are foreign-epeaking,

The report has a special section on the re-
eponsibility of the Home Miseionary Society
for the undue multiplication of feeble churches.
The society has a rule never to plant a church
or mission on the ground which, in the proper
eense of the word, is cared for by other evangel-
ical denominations.

FRATEENITY AMONG BELIEVERS,

The Roman Catholic body is recognized as a
branch of the Church’of Christ and the report
welcomes the opportunity to co-operate with
its laity and clergy in the cause of Christian
truth and morals. The attitude of the episco-
pal church in coming forward in England and
America bearing an olive branch is heartily
commended.

The following resolution i{s recommended:

“Resolved, t the national council deems
it of paramount importance that all who con-
fess and call themselves Christinns, whatever
their ecclesinstical relations may be, should bear
in mind the new commandment which Christ
gave to his disciples that we hail with devout
satisfaction the progress of the spirit of frater-
nal union among Christian people of every
name; that for the promotion of tle end we
acknowledge the obligation to avoi {ue magni-
fving of minor pointa of difference, thercby
losing sight of essential principles of Christian
faith and conduct, and that we regard with
earnest sympathy and approval the increasing
tendency of Christiane cf different branches of
the church to join bands in efforte to diffuse
the bleesings of the gospel.”

NON-OBSERVANCE OF THE SABBATH,

The fact of an increasing disregard for any
proper observance of the Babbath is noted. Ex-
cursions, theaters, concert halls, the freak ex-
nibitions, base ball, passenger traflic, the drink-
ing saloon and the Sunday newspapers all are
classed together and come in for their share of
eriticism. The closing of the world's fair on
Sabbath was considered at length. The report
of the committee on the improvement of wor-
ship is made through Rev. Lyman Abbott, edi-
tor of the Christian ['nion.

EVERY PREPARATION OCOMPLETE FOR A PRACTI-
CAL EXEMPLIFICATION OF MODERN MILITARY
ATTACE AND DEFENSE—GENERAL ORDERS
IRSUED FROM BRIGADE HEADQUARTERS,

Preparations for the great “Columbus™ field
day which the District National Guard and
several thousand other people expect to enjoy
on the 21st inetant are about complete, and
nothing but bad weather can upset the plans
The spectacle will be worth going aconsiderable
distance to see and an immense number of

people have promised themselves that they will
be witnesses. Orders have been issued which
will make plain the way of every militiaman
and by which the multitude may also be guided
to the scene of warlike activity and smoke,

The official document is as follows:

GeNERAL OrpErs, No, 17,
Heapquanrers Dist. or Cor. MiLrTia,
WasmiNarox, D. C., October 11, 1892,

The troops of the National Guard will parade
for field and maneuvers as follows:

L On Monday, the 17th instant, the first regi-
ment and the engineer corps will embark on
cars at the Baltuimore and Ohio railroad station
at 845 o'clock a.m. and proceed to Ivy City.
The sccond separate company (eyclists) will
start at the same hour and ma-ch to that point.

IL On Tuesday, the 15tk instant, the second
regiment, first separate battalion, and ambu-
lance corps will embark on cars at the Balti-
nore and Ohio railroad station at 8:43 o'elock
a. m. and proceed to Ivy City. The command-
ing officer of the ambulance corps will nt the
same hour send the ambulance by road to that
point, in charge of a non-commissioned officer.

IIL. On Friday, the 215t instant, the second
regiment, first se te battalion, second aud
toons of the eugineer corps and one-
half of the ambulance corps will embark on
cars st the Baltimore and umo railroad station
at 8:45 o'clock a.m. and proceed to Ivy City.
From Ivy City they will march to the Brent-
wood road and take position that will be
designated. All of the above troops will re-
porttoand be under the command of the
senior officer present for duty.

The first battalion will embark on cars of
