As was generally expected from the tenor of
Chief Justice Paason's charge to the grand jury
in Pittsburg on Monday a large number of the
Homestead strikere were yesterday indicted for
treason against the state of Pennsylvania. The
following were indicted: Hugh O'Donnell, John
McLuckie, David Lynch, Thomas J. Crawford,
Harry Bayne. Elmer E. Ball, Henry Bayard,
J. W. Brown, George Champen, Isaac Critch-
low, MRier Colgan, John Coyle, Jack Clifford,
Dennis M. Cush, Wis. M. Coneghy, Michael
Cummings, Win. Combs, John Dierkin, Patrick
Fagan, W. H. Gaches, Matthew Harris, Reid
Kennedy, John Miller, 0. S. Searight, John
Murray, W. W. Thompson. Martin Murray,
Hugh home, W. T. Roberta, George Sylands and
George W. Sarver.
The grand jury did not pause with the in-

dictiet of the strikers, but brought true bills
in agatnt the Carnegie officiala and the Pinker-
tos. oharging conspiracy. riot and murder.
The Indictment against the Carnegie officials

for the murder reads as follows in the ease of
Bilas Wain: "The grand inquest of the com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania do present: That
said defendants (who are named as above) on

the 6th day of July. 1893, with force and arms,
then and there being, did make an assault on
Silas Wain, and feloniously. maliciously and of
their malice aforethought did kill and murder,
contrary to the form of assembly and aganst
the peace and dignity of the commonwealth of
Pennsylvania."
The prosecutor in the murder cases is Hugh

to cease work and operations therein and thee-
upon to convey and caused to be sent 200 men
and upward armed with guns, &e., to overawe,
intimidate and frighten di% ers persons in the
said township of Mifflin who were then lately
before employed by the said Carnegie Steel
Company, to invade the said township of Mif-
din and to attack and to shoot off and discharge
the smit deadly weapons against said persons
lately employeA by said Carnegie Steel Com-
panu, Limited."

FIVE WOMEN COLONEL.

Degiments In the Praestan Army id by
Damnes of High Degree.

Five women, all dames of high degree, have
been appointed to the command of crack regi-
ments in the Prussian army by the present
young warrior emperor, says the New York Su.
This is, like most of his acts, an entirely new de-
parture, but whether It is a shrewd device or sim-
ply one of his peculiar freaks It is well calculated
to achieve his dearest ambition, the exaltation
and popularizing of the army above every-
thing else. Previous to his acession there
were only two women colonels in the Prussian
army and none had been appointed for nearly
a score years.
The senior woman colonel is the empress

Frederick.who was placed incommand of a regi-
ment of hussars at the coronation of Emperor
William I., October 18. 1861. -Princess Freder-
ick Charles, widow of the famous "Red Prince."
ranks second in point of time. She received
her coloneley in 1871. Queen Victoria was
made colonel of a Pruseian regiment of dra-
goons in 189.
The two first named have often ridden at the

head of their regiments, dressed in their full
regimentals and one of the Empress Freder-
Ick'a most dsihing pictures shows her thus at-
tired and afield.

Military Instructors in College*.
The report of Inspector General Heylk to

Gen. Miles, aned submitted to the War Depart-
ment with Gen. Miles' report. shows that dur-
ing the year there were in attendance at the
military institutions where army officers are in-
structors 10.183 students. They were well or-

ganized into companies, and the military In-
structors seem to perform their duties well.
The report states, however, that some of the
colleges thought of the military feature as an
adverdsement only and are not willing to give
the necessary time to the iastrestion to make
it a success. Recommendation is made that at
the colleges where it is found that no special
effort is made to make the military feature a
success the Instructor seiuld be relieved and
sent to some institution that ismore progressive
and makes some effort to improve its con-
dition.

Col. Heyl also recommends that pll offcers
be retired on their own application after thirty
years' service, with an additional grade to those
who served in the war. Such a move, he says,
would remove stagnation in prouotion and give
many offcers an additional grade which theywould never be able to attain if thev remain on
the active list and are retired under'the present
laws.
