In all other rest ects the Rutgers
team playedl the -unerior game, but the lack of
weigh t as conl a ed w ith their opponents made
it injpiidle for them to score more than
once. "Ihe C. A. C. boys were weak-
ened by the inability of some of their
plaer to be present, but that fact
wasP io ece for the lidtless manner in which
tlw, najority of the eleven iplavd. All the dash
and spirit whi, h was apparent in the A. C. S. N.
game was wanting. and with the exception of
Weaver. Church and Wells on the line and Bar-
roughs. Setton and Shields back of It, the re-
uaintier of the team played like a lot of school
boyv. 'I ime after time yesterday they would,
take the ball almrost to the goal line. these to
lose it by a fumble. a misunderstanding of the
signals or loose and lifeless work. It would
seem as th.ough the most necessary article for
the success of the '. A. c. is a man with a fog-
horn voice ar.d a good old blackanake lash to
put some life into the play. Weaver and
Church did hard work. and aided materially in
checking the advance of the college boys, while
Sefton and Shields made good gain. Seto

rticularly did excellent work, and hasi
making of a good half back.

MACNIFICENT CIHRTSANTUEMUMS.

Rare Besaties and Novel Floral Effects, at
Smail's Exhibition.

Thirty years ago the cultivated chrysanthe-
mum was unknown to America; ten years ago
it was a stranger to a vast majority of the peo-
ple: today it is the most popular of the flowers
that come to aadd their beauty to the crimson
and gold tints of autumn. Testimony to this
effect i apparent every minute in the day to
any one who is in the vicinity of 14th and G
street4. Thosainds of flower-loving people
have stopped to admire the magnificent dis-
lay iin the windows of that home of rare how-
ticiltural specimenie - the establishment of J.
N. ,unill A Sons- -and nearly as many more
have entered the great store room to breathe
the fragrance and absorb the esthetic infi-
enees.

In the 14th street window a dozen choice
vnrieties. of chry.anthemums compete for pop-
ular favor an.d are subjects of great adaira-
tioin. Most prominent, perhaps. and looking
e.pecially attractive in contrast with the taste-
fully paperedi background of maidenhair fern
and aotparagua vine. is the Vivian Morell. a pinkchrp.anthemum of the prettet shads. Two
baks of orchids secure a Large share of atten-
tion,.
The windows on G street are no less poplar

thran the nin-loiw or 14th. They arefildwith
chry'.ar.thcriinms- the old-fashioned chrysan-
themzumas ouar grandmothers knew; pretty and
walila laiuurz.t. Lut Lacking the size and deli-
cate tints w hach careful cultivation have brought
forth.

In the center of the room is a huge cone--
green :as to its. baae and background by reason
of a p.rofuse dtisplay of palna-. asparagus viise
anti tfern, but bralb~ant with clusters of the
fashionable doiwer in all its hues, ranging from
a rach crimson lake to the purest white. A
beautiful n-flow is the Eldorado, meet fitly
name-d. An aoddi and pleasing novelty is the
Eid lfatch. which has petals that are pink
sty, sked over a ground of cream and white.
A t the al ex of the conae is a splendid variety of
the sag; pialmu.

15unked along the scuthern wall are a score of
new cre ations the Hfarry Widner, best of the
yellow chrsarnthemaums: the Minnie Wana-
maker, largest of all the cultivated pure white
flower,.: tie violet ruse, a aerfect pink, and
the lauth 4 leveland, one of the handsomest of
the Japir we pink variety, a delicately shaded
productio'n.

'1 hro-ghout the store are huge vases of chrys-
anthe imsn in which the combinations of nature
andl art are nothing le'-an than wonderful. On the
walls there are r. number of clever decorative
elfe,-t-. graceful in the arrangement of buds and
tendrils ard most refreshing to the eye.

I,. one spot there is alwaya a group of specta-
*a-rs right in front of a gigantic basket of the
rare t rrhids. Of itself the basket and Its con-
tent- would attr-act attention, hut arranged as
it au it ,*,mmands every- one who sese It to halt
for awhile. Surrounding It and so placed as to
bring out every beauty is a wondrous assort-
ment of palms, violets, ferns and lilies of the
valley.

At night Mesener's electric lights, adisplay of
themsvelv es. make the scene one of extraordinary
brilliance.
One of the things that most of the visitore

look at is a large photograph of the exhibit
mnade by the Semaln-' last week at EM-die
Square Garden, New York, where they wee
first prize for the heart arranged vase of chrys-
anithemema. The entire exhibIt was ninety
feet long. In the center was an arch draped
in white and covered with asparagus
vines and chrysanthemums. On the left
was a specianen of what could be doe
in the way of Borally decorating an
apartaraent for a wedding, the se being
similar to what was done here a coupl of years
ago when Gov. Flower's daughter was marriad.
On the right was a model of the United Stase
C'apit,,l, composed of white ape lowers and
illumninated frm within by t= =a=scm
electric lights. It was to 'this that Mrs. Ge,.
Grant was especially attracted, for she remained
in frunt of it for more than an hour. Many
Washington people were among the callers at
the garden.

AMUSEKENTI.

Tsz Xw NAr'owaL Tuamnra.-It is a recog-
nition of the high culture and critical judg-
ment of Washington people that theatrical
managers and play writers have begun to pre-
sent new works in this city and to submit them
to the verdict of a Washington audience. Mr.
Chas. Frohman recognized the value of an

opinion here when he gave the initial perform-
ance of Gillette's "Wilkinson's Widown" at
the National Theater. and be then promised that
the first representation of his important pro-
ductions should be given here. Thin promise
was fulfilled when "vettled Out of Court" was
given its first representation here and again last
night when "Aristocracy," a new play by
Bronson Howard. was given for the first time
on any stage at the New National Theater. The
interest in the production of this new play was
sufficient to All the theater with an audience
that was thoroughly representative in its
character, and while it was kindly disposed to
both play and players it showed by its dim-
criminating applause that both were viewed
from a critical standpoint. The author's repu-
tation as the irst of American dramatists justi-
fies the expectation of a work of more'than
ordinary merit, but it is doubtful if Mr.
Horard's warmest admairers were prepared for
the excellent comedy that was developed before
them last night. It La not a play simply to
amuse and entertain, but it has an underlying
purpose of deep earnestness, based upon
the text in Washington's farewell ad-
dress to "beware of all foreign alliances."
The ladies and gentlemen who interpreted "Aris-
tocracy" caught not only the spirit of the author's
lines but realized his purpose in writing them,
and their work fully fattled the complimentMi. Howard paid them in the neat little speech
he made at the close of the second act. as well
as the spontaneous and emphatic applause of
theaudience. At the head of the cast was Mr.Wil-
ton Lackaye~whose portrayal of Jferson Stock-
ton was clean-cut. natural. graceful and
finished. It was the work of an accom-
plished artist and Mr. Lackaic has added an-
other to the long list of parts he has success-
fully created during his career. From his first
entrance he gives an impression of the self-con-
tained business man who has been the archi-
tect of his own fortune, who has obtained a cer-
tain polish by travel and contact with men of
the world and who has an abundance of re-
served power sufficient for all emergencies. In
no instance is there any straining for effect, and
even in the third act, in his struggle with the
prince. it is as natural as an occur-
rence in real life. To go through the
cast and apply to each member a
fitting comment would be to pretty nearly ex-
haust the vocabulary of encomiums. The con-
spicuousness of the Fart of Prince roa
Haldenawald makes the excellent acting of Wn.
Faversham especially remembered. He is the
ideal and not the typical stage villain. There
is not a cheap effect in his characterization, or
for that matter in the whole play. Miss Blanche
Walsh as Diana, the young wife, whose momet
of weakness is the keynote upon which Mr.
Howard developed his theme of warring
against European influence, is a capable actress.
Anything but a competent presentation of the
role of the French nobleman by Frederic Bond
would have been a surprise. Of Viola Allen,
Paul Arthur, W. H. Thompson, Helen
Tracy, Josephine Hall, S. Miller Kent, J. W.
Piggott, Bruce McRae. Henry W. Montgomery
and Edwin Mordant there is no space to say no
more than that they are worthy members of a
company whose strength as a whole could be
attained only through the highest standard of
individuni merit.

The "Urans"
mnagnement has succeeded in producing re-
suits that appeal to the popular mind wIth ma-
terial that has heretofore beoen more or less
associated with the idea of dusty volumes and
midnight oil. "A Trip to the Moon" Is the
outcome of numerous discoveries, which have
focussed themselves into an entertainment of a
few hours' length in a way that brings before
the spectator facts of the uidest acienatihic
range and of the getest interest. The events
upon our terrestra orb ordinarily absorb the
Interest of mankind to a degree that makes such
a presentation of new facts, or facts that
have been learned and forgotten thoroughly
refreshing.

VENEZUELA SUPERLTITIONS.

Woen. It Is Believed. Bring Death to a
Snake-Bitten Persdo.

Caracas Letter in the New York Sun.
While the English railroad from Tuacea to I

Barquiaimeto was under construction an En-
glishman holding an important position in the
work was bitten by a rattlesnake (here known
as the culebra). The man was forthwith taken
to the English que.rters and put to bed. While
the English doctor was being summoned the
wives of the Englishmen at work on the road '
bustled about and tried to do what they could II
to help the sufferer. In the midst of the con- I
fusion a native came running in with the kind-
hearted intention of curing the man. I
"Turn all the women out," said he. 1
'What the devil?" said the Englishman'sfriends. "What for?"
"Their eyes are death," explained the native."The man will not live if they look uponhim."
With that the Englishmen turned the native

out of the house and the bitten man himself leolared that if the English doctor could not curehim no superstitious native could. The
physician came in hot haste and worked untilthe perspiration ran down his face in little
streams. The women hovered around and didwhat they could. In exactly two hours and a
half the man was dead. The kind-heartednative heard of it, shrugged his shoulders and
went his way.
On the following day a native laborer was

very badly bitten by a rattlesnake near the
sate place. He was not of sufficient accountfor the well-paid English doctor to bother with,so the native laborers carried him off to a houseand turned all the women out and sent forherbs and leaves and such things. They worked
at him for an hour or so in the way that the
natives and Indians know, and the next day he
was back at work as though nothing had hap-;pened. The thick-beaded Englishmen could;
not explain this, and they cannot do so even to'this day.
Here is another story on the same subject: A

native woman's ten-year-old son was bitten
most frightfully by some sort of a venomous
serpent. Did she rush up to him, clasp him in V
her arms and try to cure him? Not she. The
only thin that she did was to send for her hus-band and to hide herself and her female ser-
vants far away from the suffering lad's pres-ence. Her husband and a neighbor or twohustled about and looked after the boy, and it
was only on the third day that she looked uponher son. If she had looked upon him while the
snake's poison was in his bood the natives had
no doubt her eyes would have caused him to
vomit blood and die. Yet this woman lovedher boy with all a mother's devotion.
When the exposition was held at Oaracas in1983, the year of the Bolivar centennial, two

men from some remote inland place had on ex-
hibition a box full of exceedIngly venomous
reptiles. Merely to look at these poisonoussnakes would make one shudder. One day
when the place was crowded the box was over-
turned, and Ave of the ugly things got out and
began to run about in a remarkably lively sort
of way. A tiger let loose would not have createdhalf the excitement and confusion. People wentraving mad in their desire to get away. Tables,chairs and showcases were overturned by thefrantic mob, and for a time it looked as thoughhalf the crowd would be bitten to death or
trampled under foot before they could get
away.
The man who told this story pulled off his

coat and thiew it over one of the snake andthe two snake exhibitors caught the others intheir naked hands. One of the men was bittenseveral times-so badly bitten, in fact, that itseemed to be impossible that he could live
twenty minutes.
His companion knew just exactly what to doand did it In the trst place he called forblnets or pieces of cloth or anything that he

co tget. and with feverish hastehe wrapped
up~his bitten companion comuletely out of
sight. This was done with haste that weli nighamounted to madness, Then the helpless man
was carried across the street to his hotel and
put to bed. His companion worked over him
for two hours, and at the end of that time
rested, with a sigh of relief.
"Why did you wrap him up in such haste?'' t

asked the men who told this story.
"To keep him away from theeysof thewomen," replied the snake exhibitor.
"What was the danger?"
"If women had looked upo him he would

have vomited blood and d'e before we could
have got him half way across the street."Tbis strange superstition is not confned toVenexuela hr any means. The ame thing is

ELECTRIC TORPEDO BOATS.

Upon Their Use Success In the Next War Will
Largely Depend.

'I be torpedo boat is one of the weapons upon

which we are to rely in the next great naval
war, and Iren-of-war are provided with second-
class torpedo boats, which areoto be hoisted out
and detached when occasion arises. It is
obvious that one of the great requirements for
boats bnilt for this service is that they should
be always ready for work. With a steam
launch some delay must be incurred in raising
full pressure of steam, even if the launch boiler
be fed with livesteam from the main boilers. The
electric torpedo boat can bie charged from the
dynamo, which is now a necessary part of any
steamship's outfit, during times when there is
slackness in the demand for steam and when
few lamps are switched on.
The cost of charging is therefore reduced to

a minimum. but this recommendation is one of
the least important, because in estimates for
war purposes economy is a very secondary con-
sideration. The great recommendation is that
she is always ready. Once charged she remains
on duty, and when the call comes she has to be
put adoat and the starting lever put over. She
as thus enabled to go full speed ahead on touch-
ing the water and this is a very great consider-
ation. The dimculty at present in the way is
that of speed. The data available to the public
respecting small steam vessels is very meager.
We can easily find out particulars of the en-
gines, consumption and bunker capacity of
ocean steamships, although sometimes the
figures are more approximative, but the build-
ers of little boats keep the particulars of weight
of machinery and ameount of consumption of
coal very much to themselves. Then, too, the
electric aunches hitherto built have not gone
in for great speed.
Those built for Thames pleasure purposes.

for instance, are very much limited in speedby the rules of the Thames Conservancy, and
the builders of craft for this traffic are there-
fore obliged to find an outlet for their in-
genuity by trying to decrease the weight of
their machinery and increasing the length of
time during which a vessel may run before her
charge is exhausted. Thus at present we can-
not pretend to give any accurate details regard-
ing the weight of electric machinery to drive a
second-class torpedo boat at the speed where
her steam engines now take her. This, how-
ever, seems certain. she could he driven at her
present speed in the present state of electrical
science, though her endurance would be less
with electricity than with steam. This is. of
course, a disadvantage, but It must be remem-
bered that in an attack by a boat of this kind.
detached from a man -of-war, the time during
which she would be required to be under way
would be very short.
The nttack would probably consist of a rush

forward and a rapid retreat to the shelter of
her convoy. Against this 'disadvantage must
be placed the 3onstant readiness to which we
have alreedy alluded and also another advan-
tage which is scarcely of tees importance,
viz: the absence of smoke and glare. During
the recent naval maneuver. it was a constant
complaint that when pressed to full speed a
flame appeared above the funnels of the tor-
pedo boats in spite of all efforts to prevent It
and that this, of course, gave fatal adidationi
of their whereabouts. The whole value of an at-
tack would be loat if such a warning were
given inctual warfare, and the electric launch
could give no such sign. 'Ibe Liverpool .J'our-
nal of Comm~uerce understands that data as to
the endurance of electrically propelled torpedo
boats will soon be available.
