Supreme Conrt Judge and Congressmen-at-
Large to Be Chosen.

In sddition to thirty-two presidential electors
Pennaylvania will today elect a judge of the su-
preme court, the candidates being John Dean,
republican; Christopher Heydrick, democrat;
Amos DBriggs, prohibitton; R. B. McCombs,
people’s party, and N. L. Criest, socialist-labor
party. Two Congressmen-at-large will also be
chosen from the following candidates: William
Lilly and Alexander McDowell, republican;
George A. Allen and Thomae P. Merritt, demo-
crat, Simon B. Chase and Jus. T, McCrary, pro-
hibition; 8. P. Chase and G. W. Dawson, |
people’s, and J. Mabhlon Barnes and Thomas
; Gruudy, socialist-laber. Twentv-eight mem-
Lers of Congress, twenty-five state senators and
204 members of the state house of representn-
tives are to be elected.

THE HERESY TRIAL TOMORKOW.

Prof. Briggs Will Once ﬁoﬂr Face His Ac-
CUsSers.,

The trial of Prof. Charles A. Briggs of Union
Theological Seminary for heresy will begin in
the assembly room of the Scoich Presbyterian
Church, in 14th street unear G6th avenue, New
York, tomorrow afternoon. The public will be
admitted to the galleries of the church during
the trinl, the Ybody of the church being re-
served for members of the New York presby-
tery, who will act as the jury.

Dr. John C. Bliss will be the moderator. The
sessions of the presbytery will be from2to 5
p.m. each day, and the trial will proceed con-
tinuouely till the end, the court adjourning
over each Baturday and Bunday.

The trial will probably be a very long one,
for after both sides rest the doors will be closed
and the presbytery will sit in secret j nt.
Eich member may make a speech w he
votes, and all of the 213 presbyters are likelv to
take advantage of the opportunity to air their
opinions.

This is the fourth trial fgr heresy in the his-
tory of the American Presbyterian Church, and
is most importaut, for it touches the most vital
doctrines of the church. .
