In his
complaint be recites the cirumstances of his
arrest. saying he was sick at the time and that
his offer to put up $1,000 or 2,000 collateral
for his appearance was refused. He further
charges tat there was no foundation for the
charge against him and recites that the warrant
should have been served in a different manner.
The principal charge made by Mr. Moseley is

the refusal of the police to accept the collateral,
and concerning this the police recall the order
of the judges of the Police Court not % accepteollateral in that class of case.

LIEUT. BOTLa's seroar.
In answer to Mr. Moseley's charges Lient.

Boyle sent to Maj. Moore a written report of
the o4cMamstancee of the case, in which he says
that Lawyer O'Neill came to him about 4
o'clock in the afternoon and saw Sergt. Mye.e,handing him the warrant for Mr. Moseley aar-
rest on a charge of threats. Sergit. Myers
sent Policeman Evans out 'to serve the
warrant and summon the witnesses, but.
being unable to find Mr. Mceeley, he returned
to the station and left the warrant there. About
7 o'clock in the evening Lawyer O'Neill called
and demanded the service of the warrant, say-ing it was dangerous for him to walk the streets.
The lieutenant further says that Mr. O'Neill
called several times during the evening. and
from his statements he (the lieutenant) thoughtthe case was more than an ordinary one, andhe sent word to the sergeant to have the war-
rant served sometime about midnight. The
warrant was served and he is informed by the
Mergeant Mr. Moselev was treated with all the
courtesy possible.

An Astronomieal ExhIbition Early on the
Morning of the 15th.

The last astronomical exhibition of the year,
possessing popular interest, says Dr. Morrison
of the nautical almanac office, will be given on
the 15th instant, when the planet Saturn will
undergo an occultation by the moon.
Unfortunately for amateurs, the time of im-

mersion is at an inconvenient hour.
At Washington the immersion will take place

at 8 hours, 19 minutes a. m.. and the emersiom
at 4 hours, 8 minutes a. U., mean time (not
standard time).
At Baltimore the immersion will take placs atihours, 21 minutes a. m., and the emersion

at 4 hours, 12.8 minutes a. m.
At New York the immersion at 3 hours.26 min-

utes a. m. and the emersion at 4 hours 81.5
minutes a.m localmean time in both instances.
The yeer I89 has been remarkable for the largenumber of occultations of plants by the moon.
All the primary planets exceptNeptune have been occultsd Mercury one,Venus twice, Mars twice. Jupiter eight times,tiaturn three times and Uranus nine times, butof all these only the two of Mars, one of Saturn
and one of Uranus are visible at Washington.
