NEED OF AN l‘\(‘ﬂ'l- TAX.

Representative “‘“&- Tells the Kind of BilL
He Would Make,

Representative Scott Wike of [Illincis said
this morning in response to the gquestion
whether there will be an oxtra session of Con-
gress:

*It depends upon the work of this session.
It it should go shead and pase a revenue bill
that would increase the receipts from importa to
mect the deficiency in the treasury there would
be no need of &n extra session. But I am not
prepared to say what this Congress will do. 1
know what I would do if I had full power. 1
would pass an income tax biil. I had sucha
bill in the last House. but am not sure that 1
will call it up again this session. In 1966 this
government raired $72.900,000 of revenue from
an fncome tux and over one-half that wmouut
came from incomes of over £5.000. My ides of
an income tax wonld practicelly exempt the
masses, 2% 1 would not tax incomes below
£€5,000. The great objection to an income tax
is that it is inquisitorial. But to me it reems
not more so than the ordinery state tax. 1 like
the income tax system. of England,
which has been in vogue for fif ty-one yearsnnd
successfully, too. In England the manner of
levying this tax om corporatious is to first col-
lect it from the net earnings of the company

company in turn apportion the tax among the
stockholders. Under an income tax law, such
a8 1 would levy, there would be no multi-mil-
lionaires in this country. Under a graduated
income tax 1 would raise the levy so Ligh on
large incomes that it would practically be im-
possible fora man to acquire more than a
million dollars’ worth of wealth at the ontside.”

THE TALK 0!‘ A llli‘\l) IsSUE,

Secretary Foster Thinks There Will Bie
None—The Financinl Situation.

The discussion of a propesition to issne new
government bonds to make up for s deficiency
in the revenues of the government excites con-
siderable interest. It will excite much more
interest if it becomes generally understood that
ithe democrats, actingas a party, really con-
template such an issunnce. For a number of
years past the pulicy of the government
financiers has been to reduce the public debt as
low as possible, and the dicappearance of the
much-talked-of surpins in the tressury is in
part due to that. The proposition to turn
around now and issue new bonds will meet with

disfavor in manv directions, and it is
uncertain what the effect would be omn
the party undertaking it. Certainly an

attempt on the part of Congress to anthorize
the issuance of new bonds would excite much
opposition. However wise the purposs might
be, the disorders it would provoke and the pos-
sibility of erankisme it wonld open would muke
the attempt to issue bonds embarrassing tor the
party responsible for it

A reason being urged by voung Cable of 1lli-
nois and other democrats, who favor an extra
session, i# that bonds should be irsued at once,
%0 that the responsibility for the condition mak-
ing this move necessary might be put upon the
outgoing administration.
