The work of this committee interested followers
of Swedembetg in England. A Dr. Wadtrom
and Henry Gandy, "the Bristol Swedenborg,"
visited the coast of Africa for the purpose of
marrying out the Ideas of the Swedish core-
mitte.-
In 1186 Henry Gandy, in a letter to Dr. Wad-

strom, says: "I have written our friend, Thos.
Clarkson, and also hinted the same to that
champion of true liberty, Granville Sharp, esq.,entreating4hem to use their interest and in-
uence with the good and great to obtain a bill

for the encouragement of a free and friendly
commerce (with Africa). which would soon
pave the way for that kind of intercourse that
would naturally counteract the system of those
who are deaf to the cries of the poor and the
sighs of the needy." Associated with these
men was Mr. Wilberforce, who, in 1791-eight
years after the formation of the Swedish com-
mittee-"moved in the British bonse of com-
mone for leave to bring in a bill to prevent the
further importation of slves into the West

The scene of the labore of Dr. Wadstrom and
Henry Gandy was upon Cape Mesurado. where.
Monrovia. the capital of the republic of Liberia
stands. Edward W. H. Blyden, LL. D., envoy
plenipotentiary of the republic of Liberia to
Great Britain, in an address recently delivered
In London. said: '"Swedenborgians have a
sort ofelaimupon Liberia and a right to feel
interested in her prosperity and success, as the
only aboriginal prince ever brought away from
her territory for training in England was
brought away by a follower of Swedenborg, 1
and the most exhaustive account of the region
of country now occupied by the repab~lo, given
a hundred years ago, was by Dr. Wadstrom,
that eminent Swedenborgian who lived amongand tloled for the people of Jeeurado long be-
fore Liberia was settled.

be following up and putting a seal upon the
labors of those self-denring members of the
New Jerusalem Church. '
