every show ecase is conuected by wires with the |
general office of the company supplving such |
service. Even the walls of the building carry
these wires, so that it will be impossible to pen-

Even if an entrance be gained to the building
the opening of any door or any case would ut
once be mignaled to the office. All that the
firm needs to do at night is to turn loose its
watchmen—electricity, watchman that never

HOW THE FIEM WAS FOUNDED.

In the latter part of the century a youth, the
son of a western Marvland farmer, was sent to
a relation of the family then doing business in
the city of Baltimore to be taught, for a con-
siderntion, as was the custom, *‘the art and
science of watchmaking.” This young man
was James Galt. who on arriving st matarity,
which #n# in the vear 1800, the same vear the
Distriot of Columbia became the seat of gov-
ernment, and, just starting in life, decided to
make the capital of the nation his future home.

Georgetown, where he remained a short |
time, and in the vear 1%)1-2 he went to

Alexandria, then a thriving place and a part
of the District of Columbia. He established the
business which has been handed down from
father to sons Without interrupuion for nearls
a century. Itis donubted whetherthere is n busi-
nees honse, certainly there is nota jewelry hounse,
in this country with such a record. In the
year 1825, Washington having already begun to
show signs of that importance which it has now |
attained, Mr. Galt removed his business to this

city. At his death, which occurred in 1547, be

was succeeded by his soms, Messrs. M. W,

Gait and William Galt. The latter some vears

ago retired, leaving Mr. M. W. Galt, the sole

possessor ol the buginess until some months

ago,wheu it became the property ot the sous of

Mr. M. W. Galt under the firm same of Galt &

Brother. It is thisirm which today re-catered

their improved and beautified building.
