THE LIFE SAVING sERVICE,

Regulations for un Increase in Compensation
of Keepers and Surfmen.

General Saperintendent HKimball of the life
saving service has issued a circular to officers
and employes establishing regulations under
the act of Congress providing for an increase in
the compensation of keepers and surfmen.

The circular directs each keoper to furnish,
sixty days prior to the opening of each season,
4 list of the persous he intends to engage as

members of his crew, The  distriet
superintendent  is to examine  the
lista and, if satisfied that

the selections have been made with sole regard
to fitness for the service, return them to the

at any time subsequent to enlistment fails after
& reasonable trial the fact is to be Sreported
to the district superintendent. Evasion or
violation of these regulations are to be con-
sidered enfficient cause for removal and officers
are charged with reporting violations that may
come under their observation.

Under the act the compensation of keepers is
fixed at £900 per year, except that of keepers
of refuge statious, which is &600 & year, and
that of te mporary surfmen at £65 a mouth.
