Thers ia no loose franchise
of u press association in Cincinnati, however,
and the new enterprise starts with the same
heavy weight about its neck that dragged the
old News-Journal, that Gov. Hoadlev and ex-
Gov. Juhn C. Underwood established in 1884
and tried long to keep afloat, down to destruc-
tion.

THE DEMOCRATS AND THE GOVERNORRHIP,

Ex-Railway Commissioner J. A. Norton of
Tiffin, now connected with the legul department
of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company,
and located at Baltimore, Md.. but in the state
this week on business, says the logical candi-
date for governor on the democratic ticket next
vear is Congressman M. D. Harter, though he
admits that it is rather early to make a forecast
with certainty. Mr. Norton was an appointee
of Gov. Campbell, and always a close friend of
his. For this reason his atterances on the ques-
tion of who ought to be nominated for governor
ieignificant. Bysome Gov. Campbell'srefusalin
wdvance to accopt a cabinet position is inter-
preted to mean that he has determined to try
again to be elected governor of Ohio, thinking
that his chances for securing both nomination
and election are much better than they were
last vear, and that being governor of Ohio he
would be in a very strong position in 1896 to
secure the democratic nomination for the pres-
fdency and thus become Mr. Cleveland's suc-
cessor. This view of it, it must be conceded,
has at least the element of probability in it,
while the reason assigned by ex-Gov. Campbell
for not accepting a cabinet porition—engage-
ment in business matters—hardly seems suffi-
cient, for the kind of work he announces his in-
tention of doing is not such as would interfere
with his duties as a cabinet officer.

A telegram was sent out from Lima this
week to the effect that further steps had been
taken there by Sgnator Brice's friends in the
movement to present the name of Walter B.
Richie of that place to the Ohio democracy as
their candidate for govermor. Mr. Richie is
ex-auditor of Allen county, and his name
will be remembered as having been used in
connection with the snits brought to compel
Senntor Brice to pay ceriain alleged back taxes
in Allen county. Richie refused to list for
taxation certain stocks belonging to the Sen-
ator claimed to have been discovered by a pro-
fessional tax inquisitor. Richie is & high
national officer in the Knights of Pythias and
well known over Ohio, though he never
figured in politics outside his own county. If
the fight for the nomination should fall between
Richie and Gov. Campbell the latter could
probably win easily, though Richie's friends
would no doubt receive valnable aid from all
the anti-Campbell elements in the party.

The spoils of office that come to the Ohio re-
publicans as the result of the small victory they
grined gt the state election—a few clerkshipe in
the offices of secretary of state and clerk of the
supreme court—have been distributed and have
created as much dissension as if the whole of
the state patronage had been parceled out.
Secretary of State-elect 8. M. Taylor, contrary
to expectations, hewed close to the Foraker-
Sherman factional line, retaining only those
clerks who have been out-and-out Sherman
men. Notasingle Foraker man was spared.

A "PULLER IN."
Ventilating the Novel Methods Employed
in Baxter Strect, New York.

They hifve a persnasive way in Baxter strest,
New York, but no one was forced to buy things
be didn't want yesterday. All the “pullers in”
had gone to conurt to withess the trial of Abraham
Barnett, who bad killed John T. Clower with
s blow of his right fist. There ther sat, eight
rows deep, watching every step in the pro-
ceedings and making comments which showed
their familiazity with the criminal law,

Abraham Barnett is a tall, bony voung fellow,
but there is nothing sbout him that indicates
strength enonghb to kill a man with a punch.

It was the brittleness of Clower's bones,
Lawyer Levy contends, that eaused his death.
One blow of Darnett’s fist fractured that part of
Clower's spinal column just below the skull
‘The broken bone lacera
followed within half an honr,

Printer Michael J. Walsh testified that he had
met Printer John Thomas Clower abonut 8
o'clock in the morning of September 3.  Both
were looking for work at the beadquariers of
Typogrgpphical Union, No. 6.  The secretary
was absent, and the two new acquuintances
wandered out on the East River bridge. Then

wanted to see the sights,

“Let's go up through Baxter street,” said
Clower, ““and see how they pull people in. It's
almost worth a man’s life to go there, but we'll
bave some fun.”

Clower was a sma'l, slight man, weighing
perhaps 125 pounds. The two printers strolled
up Park row and turned into Baxter stroet.
1Phe_v slipped out of the grasp of the “‘pullers-
in"" at No. 22 Abmaham Barnett was sitting on
the steps of No. 4, “Sam” Williams' clothing
store,

He seized Clower by both shoulders and tried
to pull him into the store. *“Puller-in” Ko-
minski grabbed Walsth by the arm. Clower,
Walsh  testified, struck Bainett *“a shoving
blow" on the chest. Then Barnett Lit Clower
a swinging blow with each fist on the side of
the bead. The second blow whirled the little
man aronnd. Then the big fellow hit him
agnin, bigh up on the back of the neck this
time, and Clower fell dying into the arms of
Walsh, who bad just escaped from Kominski.

He
told his story abont it on the witness stand.
“I puiled up,” be said, “and saw that gentle-
man | pointing to Larnett) have hold of a short
gentleman.
