The aesmeat at es steti[on et prestutial
eet..s in the .sle pf Delaware was preseated
and pleced ea ile in the Senate today.
Several protests against the passage of the

anti-option bill were pressated, inaetding one
from the New York merchants' exchange (by
Mr. Hiscock).
A resolution for the printing of 12,00 copiesof the report of Immigration Agent Schulties

was reported and agreed to.
Mr. Hiscock presented three protests fram

bakhers and busnss men of New York against
the pasge of any bill to authorise the New
York and New Jersey Bridge Company to
construct and maintain a bridge across the
Hudson river, and asked that the protests be
printed in the Record, but to this reqtest Mr.
Harr" put in (as he always does to similar
ones) a very emphatic objection.
A motion that when the Senate adjourn today

it be to meet on Monday next was opposed by
Mr. Washburn (In the interest of the anti-
option ball). and was voted on by yeas and
nays. The Vice President announced the re-
suit as: Yeas, 27; nays, 27, and said. "As the
vote is equally divided. the chair votes aye."
The announcement was greeted with laughter
and applause.
The MeGarrahan bill was then taken up as

left over from yesterday and Mr. Hunton (Ya.)
proceeded to speak on the subject.
Mr. Bunton had not concluded his argument

when the morning hour expired. The McGar-
rahan bill went over till Monday and the anti-
option bill was taken up, Mr. George continu-
ing his speech in favor of it.

HOUtSE.

Mr. Springer (Ill.), chairman of the com-
mittee of ways and means, reported a concur-
rent resolution for a holiday recess from De-
cember 22, 1872, to January 4, 1893.
The resolution was agreed to.
Mr. Catching. (Miss.), from the committee

on rules, reported a resolution setting apart to-
day, after the morning hour. for the considera-
tion of business called up by the committee on
Indian affairs. Adopted.
Also setting apart Saturday next for the con-

sideration of the Senate bill authorizing the
Secretary of the Treasury to settle the account
stated between the government and the state of
Florida. Adopted.
Also setting apart Tuesday next for the con-

sideration of bills called up by the committee
on public lands. Adopted.
Also setting apart Wednesday next for the

consideration of business called up by the com-
mittee on commerce. Adopted.
Mr. McMillin (Tenn.). from the committee on

ways and means, reported a resolution for the
distribution of the President's annual message
among the various committees of the House.
It was referred to the committee of the whole
and the House immediately went into such com-
mittee for its consideration. There was no dis-
cussion, and the committee having risen the
resolution was agreed to.

oONTRacTs Or COMMON CAaIEs.
In the consideration morning hour the

House resumed consideration of the bill relating
to contracts of common carriers and to certain
obligations, duties and rights in connection
with the carriage of property.
Mr. Coombi (N. Y.) spoke in favor of the

measure, believing it to be in the interest of
the American shippers, bankers, merchants and
producers,
Mr. Harter (Ohio). the author of the

bill, advocated its passage, contending that it
concerned the rights, not only of the millers,
but of the farmers and of every manufacturer
who was seeking a foreign market.
The bill was then paswed.
The bill makes it unlawful for any common

carrier to insert in any bill of lading or ship-
ping document any clause, covenant or agree-
ment whereby it shall be relieved from liability
for loss or damage arising from negligence,
fault or failure in proper loading, storage, cus-
tody, care in transport or proper delivery of
any merchandise committed to its care.

INDIA UAT1sas.
The floor was then (under the special order)

accorded to the committee on Indian affairs.
The first bill called up was one authorizing

the Secretary of the Treasury to cover into the
treasury 048,800 of the appropriation for the
Choctaw and Chickasaw Indians. Passed.
Then was called up a House resolution giving

(in response to a request for information by the
President in a message of February 17, 1892,)
the opinion of the House that there is no sufli-
dent reason for interference In thedue execu-
tion of the law for the payment of the Choctaw
and Chickasaw nations for their interest in the
Cheyenne and Arapahoe reservations.

District committee, were forwarded to Presi-
dent Hurt for his reply. This morning the
following answer was received:
Hon. James McMillan. Chairman Senate Com-

maittee District of Columbia:
Dear tSir: Answering yours of the 12th In-

stant, we beg leave to say that this company is
not occupying the main street of Georgetown
for the storage of cart' and never has. All oars
used on our lines are stored in buildings used
for this purpose whenever they are not in use
oni the streets.
Our schedule for running cars on the re-

spective streets in Georgetown and Washington
provides for a headway of three minutes. day
and night. It also provides for the arrival of a
train just before the starting of another, the
purpose of which is that the stand may be kept
covered with a car for the accommodation of
the public, who would otherwise be exposed to
.the inclemencies, of-the geaater. No car is left
standing at the terminal points for a longer
perIod than three to Ive minutes when operated~
on schedule time, and we cannot conceive of a
hetter method for switching cars than the one
now employed.
In cunlirmation of the above statements we

have the honor to request thatt you will make a
personal examination of the cituation with ref-
erence to the matters complained of and that
yqn will give us the benefit of any ..uggestiona
you may bave to make looking to the Improve-
ment of the service.

ANOEB5 IEIOATU@N SILL.
Senator Gallinger has introduced a bill in

the Senate providing that whenever it shall be
shown to the President's satisfaction that by
reason of the existence of chelrs in a foreg
countrythere isdanger of theintroduction of
disease into the United States. and that not-
withstanding the quarantine defense the dan-
ger Is inereased by immigration and that
euspension of all immigration is demanded
in the interest of the ublic health, the
President may suspend im tion from such
countries and for such period of time ashe maydeem necessary. Any immigrant entering the
country during the period of suspension shall
be subjet to all the penalties covered by ex-
isting laws relative to excluding immigrants.,

TO NACiLurITa inoxoaoN.
Senator Pefer, by request, has introduced

a bill to allow all naval oMcers below the grade
of rear admiral who have seen war service to
be retired with one grade above the rank they
hold at the time of their application. All ap-
plications for retirement, however, must be
made within three years after the passage of
the bill.

TO CIANGE TIE DATa Or X&aTINO.
Judge Chipman of Michigan, chairman of

the House committee on election of President
and Vice President, says that he expects that his,
committee will in a short time report one of
the several billa providing for an early meeting
of Congress which have been referred to his
committee. They will try, he says, to pass a
bill at this session, but he does not think they
will be able to get the time for it this session.
There will be other things pressing, and a good
many democrats will be opposed to doing any-
thing that will take the question of an early
meeting of the Fifty-third Congress one of
Cleveland's hands.

TIur CxeSUs NvUSSTIGATIoN.
The investigation into the dharges against the

management of the census office will be re-
sumed after the holiday recess, when Superin-
tendent Porter will be examined. This course
was determined on at a meeting of the commit-
tee having the matter in charge today. 'The
investigation would have been continued this
week, but some of the members desire to go
home Saturday, which made such a course im-
practicable.

TRE NiCARAUA cANAL COMMITTIE.
A committee appointed at a national Nicara-

gua convention in New Orleans composed of
Walter Gresham, Texas; Charles M. Shelley,
Alabama; Mr. Maybury, Michigan; Edward F.
Cragein, Illinois; F. J. Odeadahl, Louisiana,
and Richerd L. Edwards of New York made its
appearance in the city this morning to promotethe Nicaragua canal project in Congress. They
have drawn up an address to the people of the
United States which has been mailed to all the
delegates to the convention. They are instructed
to ask the Louisiana Senators and Representa-tives and others to take measures to give effect
to the resolutions passed in New Orleans in
favor of the canal.

OBJECTING TO ARAILWAY EXTENSION.

Ctises. of Mt. Pleasant Oppose the Pro-
posed Breach of the Brightwood Read.
Senate bill 3581, having for its object the

amending of the charter of the Brightwood
Railway Company by authorizing the constro-
tion, equipment and operation of a branch road
with the trolley system, occup ied the attention
o f the Commissioners at the noon session of
the board today.
This branch, as proposed, is to commence at

or near the main entrance gate to the Rock
Creek Church cemetery, and run westerly alongBock Creek Church road to Brightwood
avenue, then southerly along the present tracks
of the Brightwood railway to the intersection
of Wallach street, then southerly along and
over Wallach street to Kenesaw avenue, then
along Kenesaw avenue westerly to the Wal-
bridge tract, and over same to the Zoological
Park. A large representation of the citizens
of Mt. Pleasant were present, while the rail-
road contingency consisted of President H. S.
Cummings of the company, C. P. Wilhams,
secretary and treasurer, and C. P. Conger, at-
torney.

OBJEcTIONs aoN MoUNT PLEASANT.
W. L. Cole, chairman of the committee on

railroads of the Mount Pleasant Citizens' Aso-
ciatiou, read the report of his committee re-

cently made to the association. The report
sets forth that a full investigation of the facts
discloses a general opposition to the bill. This
opposition is unanimous, the report asserts, on
the part of the resident property owners
along Kenesaw avenue, and there is a
general sentiment against the road from the
residents and property owners of Mount
Pleasant. The chief objections as set forth in
the report is that Kenesawavenneis but twenty-five feet wide and a railroad on it would be un-
desirable and dangerous. Another objection
set forth is that there are but two streets,
Wallach and Whitney, opened and improved
as driveways running east from 14th
to 7th street north of Florida avenue. In goodweather these streets are crowded, and if Wal-
lach street is obstructed by a railroad great in-
convenience would result, unless additional
streets should be opened at once. Further,
there is no popular demand for the road run-
wing east and west. Mr. W. B. Matthews, John
T. Armes and D. McPhorson spoke against the
bill.

Thme holiday Reces.
The House today adopted a resolution pro-

viding for an adjournment of Congress for the
holidays from December 22 to January 4. A
resolution was also adopted authorizing the
pyment of December salaries of employes of
te House on December 21.
A motion to adjourn over tomorrow was not

agreed to.

MI. WILSON'S' RESOLUTION.
He Explains What HaM Object Was in In-

treductg It.
The House committee on ways and means

today authorised Mr. Springer to designate a
subcommittee, of which he is to be chair-
man, to conduct the investigations author-
ized by the resolution introdaed by Mr.
Wilson 'of West Virginia for the purpose of
finding out the inancial condition of the gov-
ernment. It is not expected that anythingwill be dons to this investigation
beyond communicating the scope of the
resolution to the Secretary of the Treasury
with the request for such information as is now
available until after the 1st of January.
Mr. Wilson said today that be had drawn
up the resolution with very great care
and that it was more sweeping and aimed
at more than was apparent on the surface.
His Idea was that the committee would be able
to discover the exact condition of the govern-
ment finances and that their work would supplythe next Congress with all the information
which could be bad from examination of the
books in the Treasury Department More-
over, he regarded it as important before the
change of administration that there should be
a general sort of an inventory taken. He said
that he wanted to And out if any change had
been made in the form of debt statement and
if so, why it was made; what available ap-
propriations were still unpaid; if there
had been any change in the cla.sification of
funds designated for special purposes, and if
these funds had been regarded as available
for purposes other than those for which they
were specially provided. In other words.
he said they proposed to discover if
possible the exact condition of the treasury
and to ascertain just the methods which had
been in vogue during this last administration.
The committee on wave and means of the next
House be, said, would begin framing a tariff
bill to so revise the tariff as not
only te reduce the duties materially, but per-haps to increase the revenues, and he hopedthat this investigation would give them such
Information as would Indicate just what they
have to provide for.
