CONGRFESS AXD THE DISTRICT.

Congress recognized the existence of the
District in several ways, but was not over lib-
eral. District appropriations were cut down as
far a= pos<ible and conformed finally to the ex-
tremely economical ideas of the House commit-
tee cn appropriations. Distriet assembly of
the Krigh's of Labor and the Federation of
JLabor demanded of Congress snffrage for the
District azd free text books in the public
schools, and there was a weak response to the
request for bouks. Representntive Johnson of
Obio interested himsel! considerably in the

| matter of a2sessments and did all he knew how

to have the natiounl legishiure try the work-
ings of the single tax scheme upon the people
of this ity Hepresentative Barwig of Wiscon-
sin was ivinced to  lay before the House a bill
which hal for ita object the repeal of the sct
providing for the purchase of land for Rock
Creck Pork.  The bill was lost in the shuffle.

At its tirst session Congress passed a number
of loeal bills which became laws. One import-
ant measnre was the resclution requiring all
theaters to provide exite from the building di-
rectly into the street. Another provided a

} rigorous punishment for the carrving of con-

cenled weapons, designed to break up that
practice among eertain classes. Another act
Jrovides for the prevention of cruelty to ani-
mals and children. The regulation of the prac-
tice of dentistry and the protection of the peo-
ple from empiricism in relation theretois also
effected b nonew law., The Commissioners are
authorized to grant pardons and respites in cer-
tain cases by another act. Two measures re-
lating to commission merchants and market
dealer: were passed, one to prevent fraud on
the part of commission men and another repeal-
ing the License tax of $25 per vear on produce
dealers,

A number of nets were passed authorizing
changes in the routes of railroads and amend-
ing their chorters. In  the District appropria-
tion bill the offices of recorder of and
register of wills were made low-salaried posi-
tions ard are therefore not so much sought after
as they have been in times past.

THE COMMI*SIONERS AND THEIR WORK.
The vear has been one of much interest and

| considerable achievement so far as municipal

affairs are concerned.  Four matters of import-
ance bave oceniied the attention of the public
and engaged ihe consideration of the author-
ities muore than any others, These bave been

The board of assessors completed their as-
sessment of city property early in June and
then. under the terms of the law, began sitting
ns & board of equalization. There was lond and
general complaint from property owners against
the pssessment, it being generally regarded
that the va.oations had been placed too high.
Mauy compleined also of inconsistencies, The |
board of trade und other bodies of citizens con- |
sidered the matter, and it was at length taken
to Congress.

I¥ AND AROUND THE HEALTH OFFICE.
While the death rate of the District of Colnm-~
bia is ordinarily a reasonable one, it was much
larger during the past year than it would have
ple means which could

however, was speedily remedied. When the
cholera scare came on Trx Bnl.usdn did ite
duty by in ti the alleys an ng
upon the filth which been i to ac-
cumulate in many of them. authorities
theu took up the matter and red to deal
with any cases of the dread that might
make their appearance. A contagions diseases
bospital was fitted up, but fortunately it did
not have to be used.

The burean of vital statistics reports that for
the calendar year 1892 the total number of
deatha is within a very small fraction ot 6,400,
There were 6,103 deaths during the preceding
calendar year. There was therefore an in-
crease of 300 in the year's mortality, the death
rate belng the same according to each 1,000 of
population. Nearly the whole of this increase
ocenrred in July last, when the number of
fatal cases exceeded the previous July by 285.
In this month occurred a larger number of
deaths than in any previous month. The

reached 835, of whom over 400 were
under five years of age, and 333 who were
under one year of age.

The health department made strenuous ef-
fort to prevent the spread of diphtheria and
scarlet fever and to cure those who were af-
fected. Three hundred aud fifty-five cases of
diphtheria were reported, of which 113 termi-
nated fatally. Three hnndred and forty cases
of scarlet fever were reported, of which only
20 proved fatal. No death from scarlet fever
has occurred in the District since May 24 last.

Diarrheeal diseases were very prevalent and
fatal during the summer months, causing 606

deaths. The outbreak of these maladies, which
usually takes place about the middle or latter
third of May did not occur until the 10th of

June. They gradnally increased in virulence
until the 27th of July, when the daily mortality
from them reached 17, and then declining
reached the minimum rate the last of Sep-
tember,

Consumption carried off it usnal number of
victims, numbering about 700. Pneumonia and
the other acute lung diseuses were not unusu-
ally severe. From the former 512 persons died,
as against 548 during the preceding vear, while
from the latter 358 died, as compared with 851
in 1891

Malarial influences during the same time ex-
hibited no unusual features. In numbers they
scarcely differed from those of several former
years,. Two hundred and four persons died of
typhoid fever, while 77 died of malarial and
typho-malarial troubles.

Altogether the health record of the city for
the Columbian year presents a favorable total-
ity. With the exception of the outbreak of the
diarrheeal complaints no epidemiec nor abnormal
development of any particular class of diseases
has been manifest. By unswerving application
of the rule of isolation the dangerous conta-
gious diseases have been restrained and con-
fined to controllable limits. Especially in the
case of diphtheria there can be no doubt but that
a widespread epidemic of this dread A
was prevented fall and winter by the strict
operation of the law of Con on this sub-
ject. Inthe matter of violent deaths there
were 247, of which 35 were homicides and 31
suicides, the rest accidental.

AMONG PHYSCIANS AND PHARMACISTS,

The Emergency Hospital was located in its
new home early in the year and in November
the Homeopathic Dispensary and Emergency
Hoapital was formally opened.

A board of experts reported adversely on the
sanitary condition of the Capitol and during the
snmmer and fall a large number of men have
been engaged in improving the plumbing and
sewerage systems of the great building.

A lively meeting of the Medical Association,
at which several applicants for membership
were unceremonionsly rejected, stirred things
up nmong the followers of the healing art,
whiie the Loard of pharmacy commissioners
have succeeded in making things interesting for
some of the unregistered pharmacists who were
doing business here,

Chief Clerk Bayley of the health office at-
tracted much public attention for a while by
reason of his pugnacity, the keenness of his
satire townrd bhis official superiors and his
resignation.

REAL ESTATE.

The most notable feature in the history of
the rezl estate market during the past vear has
been the large and unprecedented activity in

building operations. Not ouly has the number
of houses erected during the year been greater
than during any previous year in the history of
the city, but the amount of money expended
has been larger. This eubstantial progress has
made itself felt in all departwents of the ma-
terial growth of the eity. The work of advanc-
ing the lines of the population beyond the city
limits has been going steadily on with the help
of suburban railroads, and the advance made
during the vear in this dircction is one of the
notable features in the Listory of the
ear. The general market for real estate
not been especially active, but there has
been a healthy nmount of business done and
rices have as a rule remained firm. The final
steps in the acquisition of the necessary land
for the Rock Creek PPark were taken during the
ear, with the result that the suburban intereets
L\'e been greatly benefited, rs well as the en-
tire city. The old year closed with a hopeful,
buoyant feeling in the real cstate market and
with the expectation that 1398 will witnees still
resuits in ihe material progress of the
nation's capital.

During the year permits were issned for the
eréction of 8,063 buildings, to coet in the aggre-
gate 8,977,170,

AT THE CITY HALL.

District courts have, as for many vears past,
been overcrowded with work. Every justice has
done all that could poesibly have been expected
of him, and yet there are many important
cases that may not receive attention for months,
perbaps years, to come, becauses Congress will
not do that which it ought to do, Justice Mar-
tin V. Montgomery and Justice Charles P.
James have resigned, and in their places the
President appointed Louis E. McComas and Dis-
trict Attorney C. C. Cole.

Nearly 500 indictmente were returned by the
grand juries of the District during the past
vear, covering aboutevery offense known to the
criminal Iaw. Of these indictments probabl
not more than half were finally disposed of.
Not lese than twelve of the indictments were
for the bigheet offense known to the law, that
of murder. Six murder cases were tried, How-
ard J. Schneider for the murder of his wife,
Samuel B. Masters for the murder of John
Keegan, Frank W. Hevgster for the murder of
Jobn F. Horrigan, Edward Smallwood for the
maurder of Edward Tinney, Victor McCreery for
the murder of Arthur C. Vandeventer and
Barber for the murder of Watson.
Schneider, Smalilwood and Barber were con-
victed, and are now under sentence of death.
Masters and McCreery were convicted of man-

ughter. and Heygster was acquitted. Theo-
L G. Arnold the murder of John
Kraemer, Claiborne, alias Charles, alias Claiton
Howard for the murder of Edw. C. Atwell,
George Hardy, Edw. Norris and Wm. Gant for
murder of Peter H. Y are under in-
dictment, but have vet to be tried.

Among the notable trials in the Criminal
Court mot above mentioned were the acquittal
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IN THAE TEMPLE OF JUETICE.

The only civil rights case that came ap was
that of Willlam Johnson, colored, past com-
mander of Thaddeus Stevens Post, No. 255,
G.A. R, of New York city. Mr. Johnson
claimed that Mr. George W. Harvey, the res-
taurant keeper, refused to serve him with food.
The jury returned a verdict of not guilty.

One political assessment case—that of the
civil service commission against John J. Ver-
ser—waa tried. The verdict was not iy.

Public sentiment was con stirred
:Lb_v the forced resignation of Assistant Dis-

t Attorney Dumont, a-proceeding which the
tem ce people declared to be subversive of
the interests of the community. At the time of
his removal Mr. Dumont was in ener-
getically prosecuting illegal in intoxi-
cating liquors.

Practice in local courts was reshaped as to
criminal cases by the decizion of theUnited
States Supreme Court in the case of Cross, the
murderer. The opinion in guestion stated that
cases which had been a from minor Dis-
trict courts to the Suprems Court of the Dis-
trict could not be carried up to the Supreme
Court of the United States.

A Department of Justice investigation into
the conduet of the District jail resulted in a
report in which were many a tions of lax
discipline. The grand jury recommended re-
forms at the jail, the alms house and the work
house.

TRE GREAT AMERICANS CONVENTION CITY.

Washington's claim to being the convention
city of the country was materially strength-
ened during 1592, although a smaller number of
bodies sojourned here than pame during 1891,
The slighit difference in the number of organi-
zations was more than compensated for by the
increased size of the bodies that did come and
by their greater general importance. First in
the long list of conventions stands the Grand
Army encampment, the greatest and most suc-
cessfnl rennion of old wsoldiers the United
Biates ever beheld. These veterans were the
guests of the city exclusively, Congress hevin
seen fit to tem rilv relieve itsell of its
proper share of the burden. The encampment
was in every respect s highly tifying
success—admitted t¢ be so by those who
were opposed to its coming here. A. H.
Weissert was elected commander-in-chief.
Simuituneously with the meeting of the Grand
Army occurred that of the Unfon Veterans'
Union, of which Gen. 8. 5. Yoder was slected
commander-in-chief. During the week of the
encampment the Sons of Veterans, Daughters
of Veterans and Woman's Relief Corpa all met
here and received the attention to which they
were entitled. Local organizations cared for a
vast number of guests and, as a consequence,
ninety-nine per cent of the visitors took home
with them a superlatively good opinion of the
city and its inhabitants, =

he features of the encampment week, so far
ns the public was concerned, were the two
parades. Tlge first of these was almost exclu-
sively military in its nature, being composed of
troops of the regular army, the District Na-
tional Guard, Grand Army Posts and Sons of
Veterans—in all about 7,000 men. The second
parade was the great Grand Army parade; un-
equaled in the history of the organization, for
there were about 70,000 men in line.

THE RECORD OF THE ELUE COATS.

Police work during the vear has been more
than ordinarily satisfactory, pot a single mur-
derer having eseaped arrest, while a large pro-
portion of those who committed burglaries and
similar desperate crimes fell speedily into the
clutches of the law. The department was weak-
ened cousiderably by the deninn of some of
its force to the supervision of garbage collec-
tlon. February 1 was u red-letter day in polica
history, for on that date was handed down the
decision of the United States Supreme Court
which declured the army and navy clanse of the
act of March 2, 1867, to be of no effect.

McGLYNN STANDS WHERE HE DID,
He Takes Up the Preaching of His 0ld
Single Tax Doctrine.

That Dr. MeGlynn's restoration to the charch
involved no giving up of his “'single tax" doc-
trine, which had been allaged to be obnoxions
to the church, was shown last night when he
addressed a meeting of the Anti-Poverty So-
ciety in Cooper Union, New York. He said, re-
ferring to the church censure put upon him and
bis removal: ““The series of events which hae just
terminated so happily for us by the removal of
ecclesiastical censures from me was due to my
connection with the movement of the labori
people of New York in 18586 and 1887, and wi
the Anti-Poverty Society, which had its origin
in that movement. The interest aroused by re-
cent events has, no doubt, excited a strong and
very general desire in those who have not been
close :bnﬂmf .- of the movement to have from
me & brief and clear exposition of the primary
doctrine of the miudht: rty platforms and
the Anti-Poverty Society. 1 am very happy to-
night to do the best [ can to satis{y so reason-
able an ex tion.™

Dr. McGlynn then went on to discnss the
“single tax idea,” or the “‘uncarned increment,””
reverting to the community. He said;

*“All men are endowed by the law of nature
with the right of life and to the pursuit of
bappiness, and therefore with the right to
exert their energies nupon those natural boun-
ties, without which labor life is impossible. But |
it is a necessary part of the liberty and dignity |
of man that he nnnld own himself, always, of
course, with perfect subjection to the moral
law. Therefore, beside the common right to
natural bounties, there must be the law of
natural private property and dominion in the
fruits of industry or what is produced by Ilsbor
out of those natural bounties to which the in-
dividual may have legitimate access.

**It 1s lawful, and it idfor the best interests of
the individual and of the community, and nee-
essary for civilization that there should be o
division as to the use, and an exclusive private
possession of ions of natural bounties
or of the land. But the organized com-
munity, through ecivil government, must al-
ways maintain dominion over the natural
bounties.

“The assertion of this dominion by eivil gov-
ernment is especially necessary because, with

the very beginning of civil governiment and

with the growth of civilization, there comes to "‘}

the natural bounties, or the land, a peculiar and

ificreasing value distinct from and irrespective
of the p ts of private industry existing
therein. is value is not

of the pri produced vy the

industry vate possessor or rmhmr,

but is produced by the existence com-

2111:1". and grows with the growth and cililiza-
on of the community.

**This value represents and measures the ad-
vantages and c;ppoﬂuu produced by the
