The Date of Chrits's Etath.
To the Editor of The Evening Star:

I did not see the reply to my article of De-
cember 29, 1892, until Tuesday. I am sori
that I offended Mr. Croissant. I think now
that I was too personal and take back that part
of my letter. I will give way to no one in my
admiration of or deference to such scholars as
Drs. Schaff and Herzog and the long list of
scholars who helped them. I could see no ob.
ject that any ode could have in setting aside
what I considered such a thoroughly estab-
lished historical fact but their opposition to the
Roman Catholic Church.
The 25th of December, however, is observed

by the Greek and Armenian Catholic., who are
both unite as old as the Latin Catholics. The
fact of the eastern church observing a different
date in early times adds to the proof. What is
received on the authority of the Catholic
Church is very diferent from what has the au-
thority of only onebranch of that church. Mr.
Croissant says that "not until early in the
fourth century is there any reliable record of
Christmas time." That isabout 800 years after
the event, the record of which he admits was
destroyed by Alaric about 400 A. D. (it matters
not whether he was a Goth or Hun: both in-
vaded the Roman empire about the same time).
Tertimony that wan bfore Alarlc's time, does
he call It toan Catholic or Catholic? When
does he put the rise of the bishops of Rome to
be universal bishops? Moit historian., I think,
put it later. He says: ".If there is any author-
ity for aelecting December25 and any date Axed
prior to 380 1 fail to give It."

I give Schaff and Hersogasmy authoritywho
say that Clement of Alezandria gives December
25 and the Encyclopedia Brittannica says that
Ihe wrote between 196 and 211 A.D. Mr. Crois-
sant says that Schaff and Herzog discredit this,
and be gives a long quotation, which he says is
from their book, to prove what ha says, but I
cannot And it and think that he must have
quoted from some other author. Whoever the
quotation is from, I do not see that it warrants
his conclusion that "he thinks from thin that he
can count these eminent authoritiee' on his
side." especially when they say "Nevertheless,
the fact remains that the whole western church
universally agreed upom that date and the east-
oe church adopted it without much contra-
diction." In this quotation is said, "The day
and the month of the birth of Christ is nowhere
.stated in the Gospel history." lsit stated in
the Gospel history that the holy communion
must he administered by presbyter.? I think
that any one reading the New Testameut with-
out any knowledge of other history would con-
clude that every Christian laraman adinnis
tered it, just as the hbad ot eaeh Jewish family
administered the Passover.

For this
reason Mrs. Snow asks that an investigation
be made of the manner In which this mission is
carried on, a request in which the citizens of
Schell City join. Accompanying the petition
is a long statement. of facts setting forth the
condition of affairs at the mission referred to.
